EXECUTIVE SUMMARY :  Cabinet at its meeting on 9th January 2007 recommended that a new maintained community school be located on the Glendinning Street site and that St James & All Souls R.C. primary schools be relocated to the Langworthy Road Primary School site.

DETAILS 

1.0 Purpose of Report

1.1
To seek approval to make compulsory purchases orders under the Education Act 1996 & 
Highways Act 1980 on land off Glendinning Street, 
Salford.

2.0 Details

2.1
As part of the acquisition strategy for the Seedley and Langworthy Regeneration Area the 
City Council has been acquiring land and property interests within the Glendinning Street 
area, initially as part of its regeneration proposals for the area but latterly to provide a 
new site for the relocation of St James RC Primary School 
& All Souls RC Primary School.

2.2
At the Cabinet Meeting on 9th January 2007 it was recommended that a new maintained 
community school be located on the Glendinning Street site to replace Langworthy Road, 
Tootal Drive & Seedley  Primary Schools and the relocation of St James & All Souls RC 
Primary Schools be transferred onto the Langworthy Road Primary School site.

2.3
Once all interests within the Glendinning Street area have been acquired it is intended to 
demolish those properties that remain.

2.4
Negotiations for the acquisitions are being progressed, but in order to ensure that 
possession and ownership can be obtained it is necessary to make Compulsory Purchase 
Orders.

2.5
Discussions have taken place with Counsel and he has advised that a compulsory purchase 
order should be made under the Education Act 1996 in order to secure title to the 
outstanding land and property interests.

2.6 In addition land is required to provide for the construction of a highway access to the adjoining properties and it is necessary to make a further compulsory purchase order under 

the Highways Act 1980 in order to secure title to the outstanding land and property interests required for that purpose.

The titles of the orders will be: -


“The Salford City Council (Glendinning Street, Salford) Compulsory Purchase Order 2007”


&


“The Salford City Council (Glendinning Street, Salford – New Access Road) Compulsory 
Purchase Order 2007”

3.0 Financial Implications

3.1
The majority of the properties within the proposed Compulsory Purchase Order area have 


been acquired by agreement over a number of years and the whole site acquisition costs 
can be broken
down in to 2 elements.

3.2 The first is future acquisition costs which are estimated to be in the order of £400,000.

The second element is in respect of the historic site assembly costs.  To date the City Council has received approximately £1.2m from the NWDA Single Pot, SRB and Housing Market Renewal funding sources.  It is likely that the funding bodies will require clawback on this expenditure.

3.3
We will be meeting representatives from these bodies to try and reduce our clawback liability 
but depending on the method of calculation the clawback figure could be up to £1.5m.

3.4
Provision of £1.9m will therefore need to be made within the proceeds of the sale of the 
Tesco site at Pendleton Way to cover the future acquisition costs and clawback for the 
historic acquisition costs.   

4.0 Recommendations
