Land and Properties at Alder Street and Highfield Road, Langworthy

In considering and agreeing the action detailed in Minute 75(a) above the Lead Member also approved the following, in relation to land and properties at Alder Street and Highfield Road, Langworthy and which had been deferred from his Briefing held on 23rd November, 2011.

RESOLVED (1): THAT, on the basis that Salford City Council is receiving the costs it incurred at the assembling of the site approval be given to the grant of a 250 year building lease for land at Alder Street & Highfield Road, Langworthy.


RESOLVED  (2): THAT a suitable separate solution to one plot which could be included in the proposed development, be found.


RESOLVED (3): THAT the Strategic Director for Customer & Support Services be requested to complete the necessary legal formalities, subject to the NWDA confirming they accept that no clawback is payable to them in respect of this transaction, or the separate plot and subject to completion of a previously authorised agreed land swap with Urban Splash.

Lower Broughton Regeneration – BBS Site, Ascension Road

RESOLVED (1): THAT approval be given to the development proposal notice for the BBS Site, Ascension Road, Lower Broughton, submitted by Countryside Properties in accordance with the provisions of the development agreement dated 23rd March 2005 between them and Countryside Properties.

RESOLVED (2):  THAT approval be given to the proposed re-designation of the BBS Site to form part of Phase 3 and for the substitution of a new phasing plan for that annexed to the overarching development agreement.


RESOLVED (3): THAT approval be given to the Strategic Director for Customer & Support Services being authorised to complete all legal formalities, including the disposal by way of a 999 year lease in accordance with the provisions of the development agreement.

In agreeing this item Councillor David Lancaster requested he be provided with further details of the capital projection with regard to the proposed development.  Richard Wynne said he would submit these at a future briefing.
