DECISIONS TAKEN UNDER DELEGATED AUTHORITY 

Reports were submitted on the following matters, which were dealt with as indicated by the Lead Member for Property, in accordance with the powers delegated to him in the appropriate paragraphs of the City Council's Scheme of Delegation.
(a) Brierley House and Day Care Centre, Longshaw Drive, Little Hulton

RESOLVED:(1)  THAT Brierley House, Longshaw Drive, Little Hulton, be declared surplus to the City Council's requirements and Urban Vision be instructed to market      it for sale.


(2)  THAT the Community Health and Social Care Directorate decide  what the future use of Brierley Day Care Centre will be and confirm whether it is  surplus to their own requirements.


(3)  THAT the building, if deemed to be surplus to requirements, be retained and not demolished.


(4)  THAT Camelot Property Guardians be appointed to provide security  for the buildings once vacated, in order to avoid the boarding up of the properties and reduce potential security costs.


(5)  THAT the buildings, if surplus, are marketed separately, ensuring flexibility is maintained and the widest market covered but also allowing a single interest in both properties to be considered.


(6)  THAT the disposal of the buildings be by way of informal tender with  a marketing period of three months, ensuring the Council retain control over the end use of the property as well as allowing consideration of the viability of proposed community interest.
(b) 120 Great Clowes Street, Lower Broughton

RESOLVED:
(1) THAT 120 Great Clowes Street, Salford, which is located in a high flood risk area, be retained by the Council under the redevelopment strategy for the area has been developed taking into account that risk.



(2)  THAT  in the interim the Council and/or other approved users continue to occupy the property and that it be transferred to the managed estate.



(3)  THAT  approval be given to a Children's Services proposal to provide temporary accommodation for an early intervention prevention team, which is delivered by two newly commissioned service providers, be approved in principal, subject to suitable terms and conditions being agreed on a lease basis for a period of no more than two years, with all maintenance and other associated costs being included in the terms and conditions.
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
