	The alleyways are public rights of way.  Also it does not reduce the cost of house insurance.

	As you rightly say, the alleys are classed as public rights of way.  Can you give evidence of reduced cost of house insurance? Gating does not enhance an area, only gives false impressions.  Therefore it is vital that you give evidence of all burglaries, anti-social behaviour, etc, to support closing our alleyway.
