	Proposal
	A request has been received from both residents and the Community Centre on Guild Avenue, Walkden, to introduce a community-parking scheme due to severe parking abuse by local businesses and non residents.

It is also further claimed that on many occasions residents have been unable to access or egress the street due to double parking thereby obstructing Guild Avenue.

It is therefore proposed to introduce a community-parking scheme to assist in resolving some of the issues.

	Proposal
	An item was raised at a Little Hulton/Walkden Devolved Highways budget regarding parking issues on Shaving Lane.  On a number of occasions, refuse vehicles have been unable to gain access to empty dustbins, due to parked vehicles blocking their access.  In this situation emergency vehicles would also have difficulty in accessing properties on Shaving Lane.  It is proposed to introduce some No waiting at any time restrictions, on part of Shaving Lane, which will still allow some parking, whilst not compromising access for emergency, or refuse vehicles.

	Introduction of NO WAITING AT ANY TIME:
Shaving Lane, Worsley, north side, from the western kerbline of Walkden Road, in a westerly direction, for a distance of 32 metres.

	Complaints have been received from North Walkden Primary School as regards the parking at school pick up and drop off times.  The school entrance is on Whittle Drive, a cul-de-sac off Worsley Road North, and consequently severe congestion occurs daily during school term times.

In order to keep the area in close proximity to the gate clear, it is proposed to introduce school keep clear markings on Whittle Drive.

	3(C) AMENDMENTS TO THE CONTROLLED PARKING ZONE


	Proposal
	1. The Controlled Parking Zone (CPZ) is located in the Chapel Street area of the City and contained roughly within the inner relief route, Trinity Way and the Manchester City boundary.

Within this CPZ, except where indicated otherwise, parking is generally restricted between 0800 hours and 1800 hours, Monday to Friday, and between 0800 hours and 1200 hours on Saturday.  The general restriction does not apply on Sunday.

There are a number of Pay and Display bays on various roads within the CPZ where parking is permitted for a fee, generating revenue from tickets dispensed by roadside machines.

Manchester City Council also operates a CPZ which adjoins that in Salford at the respective boundaries.  The Manchester CPZ was divided into three zones which permitted maximum waiting periods of one, two and three hours respectively within zones 1, 2 and 3.  Parking time in zones 1 and 2 could be paid for in increments of 15 minutes and 30 minutes in zone 3.

However, new charges have recently been introduced and zones 1 and 2 combined to form an extended zone 2.  Parking time can be paid for in 30 minute intervals.  In addition to increasing charges, Manchester City Council also decided to increase the operating times of their CPZ so that the restrictions and charges apply between 0800 hours and 2000 hours, seven days a week, excluding Bank Holidays.

It is proposed therefore, to extend the Salford CPZ operating hours and that those hours be the same as those in the Manchester CPZ, i.e. 0800 hours to 2000 hours, seven days per week.

It is further proposed to split the zone into two areas divided by Chapel Street, charging the same rates as Manchester in the southern sector, that is an hourly rate of £2.70 and a cheaper rate of £1.00 per 40 minutes in the northern sector where parking demand is less.

2. A number of sites have also been identified as being potentially suitable for introducing a further ninety-four pay and display bays in the area which would require extending the CPZ slightly to cover all roads in the zone encompassed by the inner relief route, Trinity Way.

The City of Salford (Parking Places and Controlled Parking Zone) Order 2002 as follows:

Increase the charging hours within the Controlled Parking Zone to 0800 hours to 2000 hours, seven days per week.
Extend the Controlled Parking Zone to include all streets from the existing zone to Trinity Way.
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
