	A request has been received from Ward Councillors to gate this road in order to prevent fly-tipping that has been occurring for many years.  However, the road is well-used by pedestrians to gain access to Swinton High School and so a pedestrian route must be maintained.  Due to this it is not possible to introduce a gating order using the Highways Act.

It is intended to introduce a prohibition of driving order which will be enforced by a locked gate.  There will be an exemption for key-holders and all the residents whose properties back onto Destructor Road will be given a key.  There will be a gap left to the side of the gate to enable pedestrians to use the route but bollards will be installed to prevent vehicles by-passing the gate.
