TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT UNIT

The Strategic Director for Sustainable Regeneration submitted a report containing details of the recommendations made by the Traffic Management Unit, on the following matters, which had been considered at their meeting held on 24th June, 2009.

The report gave an assessment of the implications of introducing 20 MPH zones outside every school in Salford as requested by Councillors.  Implementation of such a policy at all schools with immediate effect would not be viable as there was insufficient funding available.  As the Police did not have the resources to enforce so many zones it was proposed that traffic calming measures be used to self-enforce the 20 MPH limit.


It was proposed, therefore, that schools be graded on the basis of the collision data for the last three years and the report set-out the grades which had been established on this basis.


RESOLVED:
(1) THAT (a) the policy for introducing 20 MPH zones around schools on the basis set-out in the report now submitted be approved , (b) those schools categorised as Grade 1 be treated first  and (c) if there is any funding still available, a start then be made on those schools categorised as Grade 2. 



(2) THAT Strategic Director for Sustainable Regeneration (a) report to a future meeting of the Panel with further information on the policy for introducing 20 MPH zones around schools ; specifically (i) identifying the Councillors whose requests gave rise to the development of the policy  and (ii) indicating  the type or number of  accidents which would result in a Grade 1 categorisation and (b) let Councillor Turner have the background statistical information  which supports the recommendation to introduce a 20 MPH speed limit along Crompton Street.

TRAFFIC REGULATION ORDERS – (A) SALFORD CITY COUNCIL (HILTON LANE) (INTRODUCTION OF NEW 20 MPH SPEED LIMIT) ORDER 2009 AND (B) SALFORD CITY COUNCIL (HILTON LANE, WALKDEN) (ROAD HUMPS) NOTICE 2009

The Strategic Director of Customer and Support Services and the Strategic Director of Sustainable Regeneration submitted two joint reports, amended at the meeting, containing details of objections received in relation to the abovementioned proposed Traffic Regulation Orders, together with the comments of the latter.

The Panel felt that there were a number of issues of which account should be taken before a decision could be made on the proposed Orders including :

· Reports that the governing body of the Harrop Fold High School were not complying with a requirement to make available within the school grounds a point at which drivers could drop-off and pick-up pupils 

· The apparent reluctance of the Greater Manchester Police to enforce 20 MPH zones making it necessary to introduce measures such as road humps to make the Orders viable 

· Supplementing the proposals set-out in the joint reports with actions such as providing ‘ H’ markings at driveways to prevent them from being blocked by parked vehicles. 


RESOLVED:
(1) THAT the Strategic Director of Sustainable Regeneration submit a further report to the Panel in September , 2009, making an assessment of the advantages and disadvantages of the various options for introducing speed restrictions on residential roads in Salford. 
(2) THAT consideration of the joint reports on (a) the Salford City 
Council (Hilton Lane, Walkden) (Introduction of New 20 MPH Speed Limit) Order

2009 and (b) the Salford City Council (Hilton Lane, Walkden) (Road Humps Notice) 2009 be deferred pending the outcome of the discussions on the issues referred to in (1) above . 
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
