	A request has been received via sustainable regeneration to civilize the parking along Darby Road & Irlam Wharf Road (Northbank Industrial Estate) due to inconsiderate and dangerous parking of vehicles and caravans.

Several site visits have been carried out over a two year period and many reports have been received which has identified that the parking of vehicles and caravans is a major problem along both Darby Road and Irlam Wharf Road.

	The Greengate Public Realm works are part of a wider development located between the New Greengate development and the Exchange development.  The public realm works are intended to provide a public space for residents, employees and commuters to relax and access the city centre.  It will link Manchester and Salford city centres promoting an area of mixed use in an historic setting and waterside location.

The proposed development will create a new access into the Greengate area via an all movements junction on Trinity Way.  This junction will help distribute traffic flows more evenly onto the adjacent highway.  Gravel Lane will operate as a two way link and the direction of the one-way restriction on Greengate will be changed.

It is proposed to introduce a 20 mph speed limit at the junction of Chapel Street and Greengate.

The aim of this scheme is to reduce the dominance of vehicles and provide greater space for pedestrians within the area.  It is envisaged that the introduction of a 20 mph speed limit will help pedestrian movements within the area and increase safety.

	The Greengate Public Realm works are part of a wider development located between the New Greengate development and the Exchange development.  The public realm works are intended to provide a public space for residents, employees and commuters to relax and access the city centre.  It will link Manchester and Salford city centres promoting an area of mixed use in an historic setting and waterside location.
As part of the new layout it is intended to introduce a Contraflow bus lane to enable buses to travel in both directions on Victoria Bridge Street, cycles and hackney carriages will also be able to use the contraflow lane.

The retention/removal of the existing bus stops will need to be considered.

Due to the proposed pedestrianisation scheme in central Manchester and the public realm works in the Greengate area, an alternative layover point for buses is required to replace the existing facility in central Manchester.  It has been agreed that Gore Street will provide the most appropriate area for this facility however this will require the removal of the current pay and display bays and the introduction of two bus stand clearways, one measuring 15 metres and the second measuring 43 metres and also 24 hour no waiting and no loading restrictions.
