The Director of Development Services submitted a report indicating that (a) the Eccles Town Centre Order 2002, which came into force on 17th January, 2002, had recently lapsed, (b) proposals for a permanent Traffic Regulation Order had been drafted and would be the subject of a report to a future meeting of this Panel, and (c) a further experimental Order was required in order to minimise the time when no Orders would be in place.

Prohibition of Driving

8.00 a.m. to 6.00 p.m. except for the following:

Loading by goods vehicles

Disabled persons vehicles

Buses

Hackney Carriage Taxis

Permit Holders

Cyclists

On Church Street from its junction with Irwell Place/Barton Lane to king Street and on King Street.

Prohibition of Driving

8.00 a.m. to 6.00 p.m. except for the following:

Loading by goods vehicles

Buses

Hackney Carriage Taxis

Permit Holders

Cyclists

On Church Street, from King Street to Regent Street and Regent Street from Church Street to College Croft.

Prohibition of Entry Except for Buses, Taxis, Cycles

In a westbound direction on Regent Street from the western kerbline of College Croft for a distance of 10 metres in a westerly direction.

Prohibition of Entry Except for Buses

From Church Street into the western access to the one way section of Eccles Bus Station.

Prohibition of Entry for All Vehicles

From Church Street into the eastern egress of the one way system of Eccles Bus Station.

Disabled Parking Bays

King Street, west side, from the southern boundary line of Church Street for a distance of 5 metres in a southerly direction for one bay.

King Street, west side, from a point 16.5 metres south of the southern boundary of Church Street for a distance of 28 metres for five bays.

Prohibition of Driving

On the gap in the central reserve of the dual carriageway of Bentcliffe Way opposite the entrance to Akros Chemicals on the southern kerbline of Bentcliffe Way, from a point 97 metres west of the western kerbline of Gildabrook Road for a distance of 15 metres in a westerly direction.
