REVOCATION OF REGIONAL SPATIAL STRATEGY
Chris Findley reported on the government’s recent revocation of Regional Strategies, including that for the North West, which set out the housing requirements of individual districts.  He clarified that (a) the document was no longer a material consideration in the determination of planning applications, but of course national planning policies and guidance and the City Council’s own adopted planning policies remained the starting point for the consideration of applications, as well as other material planning considerations, (b) local authorities were still required to deliver five year housing land requirements, and to have a broad supply of housing land for a 15 year period in their plans, and in this context and with respect to all other relevant matters, officers’ recommendations in relation to applications before the Panel had been properly considered, and (c) the Secretary of State had requested local planning authorities to produce interim guidance on how housing requirements would be calculated in their areas following the revocation of Regional Strategies, which would be considered by the Lead Member for Planning in the first instance.
