Sundays.’

(b) the Panel resolved not to support the Certificate of Lawfulness (deliveries and dispatch) on the basis that the evidence currently available was not sufficiently precise and unambiguous that there had not been a continuous 10 year breach with respect to condition 6 on planning permission 96/35092/FUL.

(c) the Panel delegated authority to the Chair, in consultation with the Assistant Director Planning and Transport Futures, to investigate and review additional contrary evidence which may be submitted as part of the appeal against non-determination in advance of any Inquiry, and take appropriate action with respect to the Council’s case at the appeal.
