	A complaint has been received from a local Councillor to the effect that vehicles are parking on South Avenue in the vicinity of its junction with Folly Lane.  This is causing conflict for vehicles entering and exiting South Avenue, from Folly Lane.  It also creates danger by affecting visibility at the junction, for both motorists and pedestrians.  It is therefore proposed to introduce waiting restrictions to keep the junction clear.

	Proposal
	At present, Seedley Road, near to its junction with Nursery Road, is governed by No Waiting at any time restrictions.

A request has been received from residents, via a local Councillor, asking if it would be possible to remove a section of these restrictions, to allow the residents to park at the front of their houses.

The residents are tenants of Affinity Housing Association, and there are open parking areas at the rear of these houses, together with the houses having double gates and a hardstanding for a vehicle at the rear.  The complaint states that vehicles are being damaged when left in the open parking areas at the rear of the properties, hence the request to be allowed to park at the front.

It is suggested that a short section between the properties 10 to 28 Seedley Road, could be removed, but this may result in conflict and an expectation that the space is only for the residents of these particular properties.

The views of the unit are requested.

	Proposal
	A request has been received from Salix Homes for the introduction of waiting restrictions on Paddington Close.

Residents from the high rise flats have complained on several occasions regarding the amount of on street parking.  Paddington Close is being used as an overspill car park for visitors/employees to the Connexions building located on Paddington Close.  It is also claimed drivers park at this location and then walk to their place of work within the local vicinity.

Site visits have ascertained that the area can be heavily parked throughout certain times of the day and double parking takes place.  This does impede the free flow of traffic and may obstruct larger vehicles in the event of an emergency.

There's an obvious need for on-street parking throughout the day due to the amount of visitors to Connexions.  St. Paul's Church is located in the vicinity and parishioners use Paddington Close to park their vehicles to attend church services and also any functions at the church.

There are no other residential properties except for the high rise flats located at the end of Paddington Close and each block of flats has its own off-street parking facility. It is considered  that the introduction of working day restrictions 10am to 4pm Mon to Fri on the western and south western side of Paddington Close with a combination of 24 hr restrictions at the entrances to the car parks will improve access whilst providing adequate on-street parking provision.

Paddington Close is unadopted highway and Salix Homes will be funding the proposals.  Salix and the local residents association are both in favour of the proposals.

	Proposal
	A request has been received from local war members for the introduction of limited waiting bays along the length of Liverpool Road between the M60 roundabout and Patricroft Bridge to improve parking for local businesses.  Members particularly requested a bay in the vicinity of Peel Green Post Office.

Site inspections have shown that there aren't many viable locations for limited waiting bays along this section for various reasons including cycle lanes, bus stops, proximity of traffic lights etc.  There are side roads along this route that could accommodate limited waiting bays without compromising highway safety.

The views of the unit are required in particular on the requested location in the vicinity of the post office.

	Proposal
	Bridson Street at Weaste is in two parts, being split by Heyworth Street.  A number of terraced houses have been demolished on both parts of Bridson Street, and new houses are currently under construction on the southern side of both parts of Bridson Street.

The western part of Bridson Street is currently an existing one way street with traffic travelling from east to west.

As part of the planning conditions it is proposed to make both parts of Bridson Street 20mph speed limits with one road hump in each section to make this self enforcing.  It is also proposed to make the eastern part of Bridson Street one way with traffic running east to west, from Dolby Street, to Heyworth Street.



	Decision
	THAT ONE WAY TRAFFIC be introduced as follows:-

Bridson Street, Salford - traffic to be restricted to travelling in a westerly direction, from its junction with Dolby Street, to its junction with Heyworth Street

THAT 20MPH SPEED LIMIT be introduced as follows:-

No person shall drive any motor vehicle at a speed exceeding 20mph on the following lengths of road:

Bridson Street, Salford, between Dolby Street and Heyworth Street
