Having inspected the site on 12th June, 2008, the Panel considered a joint report of the Strategic Directors of Customer and Support Services and of Housing and Planning containing details of an objection received in relation to the proposed Traffic Regulation Order, together with the comments of the latter.


RESOLVED:
(1) THAT the Salford City Council (Bolton Road, Walkden) Order 2008, be revised so as to reduce the proposed waiting restrictions from the advertised 15 metres to ten metres on the primary road and to five metres on the side roads and that the effect of this revision be monitored.



(2) THAT, as a priority, a review be undertaken of the waiting restrictions in operation on the other roads in the vicinity to ascertain if it would be appropriate to also reduce their size.
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
