(iii) Authority be given for the decision notice relating to the application to be issued, (subject to the conditions and reasons stated) on completion of the above-mentioned legal agreement; and

(iv) Authority be given to refuse the application if the applicant fails to complete the S106 within a reasonable period on the grounds that insufficient car parking has been provided for use of the proposed nursery, which would result in a significant increase in the demand for on street parking which would result in an unacceptable detrimental impact on highway safety by virtue of parking and manoeuvring contrary to policies A8, A10 and EHC3 of the UDP.

ENFORCEMENT ACTIVITY FROM 1ST APRIL TO 30TH JUNE, 2011
