                  Magistrates Court, employees of local concerns/businesses
The Director of Sustainable Regeneration replied as follows:

'The restrictions were consulted upon twice advising that the households did not meet the criteria for residents' permits as detailed in the Council's 'Nuisance Parking' policy which was distributed along with the consultation letters.
The Hope Hospital residents' parking scheme was introduced prior to the above policy and is currently funded by Hope Hospital until 2010 after which the residents will then have to pay for their own permits.

The legal section received a written representation after the official objection period had closed, and therefore declines to confirm if the said representation was in favour or against the proposals.  

The Director of Sustainable Regeneration recommendation is for the scheme to be introduced as originally proposed.
