At the Planning and Transportation Regulatory Panel meeting on 21st August 2008Fillin "date" authorisation was given to advertise the intention to make the above mentioned Order under the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984.

The proposals of the Director of Housing & Planning are for the:-


Introduction of No Waiting at any Time: -

Hawthorn Drive, both sides, from the northern kerbline of Ranelagh Road, in a northerly direction for a distance of 10 metres


Ranelagh Road, north side, from a point 10 metres west of the western kerbline of Hawthorn  Drive in an easterly direction to a point 10 metres east of the eastern kerbline of Hawthorn    DriveFillin "Schedule"

The following Objections have not been withdrawn.

Brief details of each objection are as follows:-

Objector 1Fillin "information of names and addresses of objectors"

A letter was received from Objector 1 dated 29th October 2008.  Objector 1 objects to the 

proposed order on the grounds that should the order be implemented the vehicles that 

currently park near the junction would migrate further down Ranelagh Road and Hawthorn 

Drive.  The objector states that he understands the hospital is due to close in 2009, when the 
problem would be alleviated however the residents would still be burdened by no waiting 
restrictions for at least 12 months before they could be removed. 


Objector 2

A letter was received from Objector 2 dated 30th October 2008 objecting to the proposed 

Order on the basis that the number of vehicles parking outside her property will increase. 
Objector 2 states that a lot of hospital staff and visitors park their vehicles outside her 
property already and she has problems with vehicles blocking the driveway.  If the 
proposed order is implemented it would cause vehicles to park outside her property from 
7.30am, as is the case near the junction where it is proposed the restrictions are placed. 
The Director of Housing & Planning has considered each objection submitted and his comments are:-

The request for the restrictions came from the police who were responding to complaints from residents as regards the parking.  The intention is to improve road safety at the junction by keeping it clear of parked vehicles and improving visibility.
The hospital is due to begin closing down in 2009 but this is to be a phased closure which could take 3 years to complete.  Once the closure of the hospital is complete the order can be reviewed and if it is then deemed not to be necessary it van be revoked.
