Brief summary of each official objection. 
Objector 1 - letter attached endorsed 'Objector 1' 

A letter was received from Objector 1 dated 29th October 2007 objecting to the proposals 

on the grounds that the parking restrictions introduced are inconvenient for both visitors and 

              those of the business fraternity. The objector requests that the restrictions are reviewed with 

              a possible relaxation insofar as times and area.  

The Director of Engineering respectfully asks panel to consider this request.
Objector 2 letter attached endorsed 'Objector 2'
A letter was received from Objector 2 dated the 15th October 2007 on behalf of a local resident. The resident's concerns are that the parking provisions introduced will mean he will no longer be able to use local amenities within the community. Although disabled parking has been introduced at Clarendon Road it is not viable given the nature of the resident's disability. Concerns were also raised as per the costs of private parking charges. 
      The Director of Engineering recommends additional disabled bays be provided on the 

      north western elevation of Wellington Road.       
Objector 3 letter attached endorsed 'Objector 3'
A letter was received from Objector 3 dated 8th February 2008 objecting to the proposed order on the grounds that the permit parking restrictions will impact significantly on both visitors and shoppers to the Swinton area. The objector has proposed that non permit holders should be permitted to park for up to 1 hour maximum.
