The proposals of the Director of Engineering are for the Revocation of Prohibition of Waiting at  :-



Roscoe Road, Irlam, north west side, from a point 14 metres north - west of its junction with Liverpool Road to a point 50 metres north west of its junction with Liverpool.

Brief details of each objection are as follows:-


Objector 1

A letter was received from the objector 1 dated 10th June 2008, copy attached the grounds for 

              objection are summarised as pedestrian safety, depreciation of property value and privacy.


The Director of Engineering has considered the objection(s) submitted and his comments 
              on the issue of pedestrian safety are that the junction of Liverpool Road / Roscoe Road has 

              been upgraded and pedestrian facilities have been introduced on all phases of the traffic 

              lights. Parked vehicles on Roscoe Road will not compromise safety for pedestrians as 


restrictions are in place preventing vehicles from parking within the confines of the crossing 


area. The proposal also keeps the junction protected for 15 metres with ' no waiting at any 


time ' restrictions. This is the standard length required and is considered adequate in 
keeping the junction safe for all road users. However the Director of engineering is prepared 
to amend the scheme to keep the restrictions as existing outside residential properties. A bay 
will be marked out adjacent to number 506 Liverpool Road, Irlam as per the attached plan.   


The issues of depreciation to property value and privacy no comment was made.
