a)      ANDOC AVENUE, BARTON, ECCLES

A request has been received from Mr Irvine following consultation with local residents to introduce some form of restriction on the east side of Andoc Avenue. 

This request is due to the problems being experienced when vehicles park along the entire length of the east side of Andoc Avenue, thus leaving no area for vehicles to pass.

The local residents of the area stated that this has been a problem since the existing waiting restrictions were put in place. 

Several site visits have been carried out and on all occasions it was found that the above problems were being experienced.

To alleviate this problem it is proposed to introduce a working day restriction 15 metres in length on the east side of Andoc Avenue in order to create a passing place. Emergency services had no objections to the recommendation.

b)      BRIDGEWATER STREET – SALFORD 3

Requests have been received from the residents of Bridgewater Street, Salford 3, to protect the Junction of Bridgewater Street and Greengate West by extending the existing single yellow line on Greengate West a further 10 metres.

Installing a 10 metre single yellow line on the opposite side of the road on Bridgewater Street would also force vehicles away from this area.  

This request is due to restricted visibility entering or exiting Bridgewater Street, as there are a number of vehicles parked on the corner of Bridgewater Street on a daily basis. 

The residents of the area have stated that this is a daily problem from Monday to Friday and that there are concerns for pedestrians and vehicles alike.

Several site visits have been carried out and on all occasions it was found that vehicles were parked on the corner restricting visibility and movement within the area and also they were parked in such a manner that it would cause a danger to members of the public trying to cross the road. 

To address this problem, it is proposed to extend the existing waiting restriction for a distance of 10 metres and place a further waiting restriction on the opposite side of the road for a distance of 10 metres. Emergency services had no objections to the recommendation.

A local Councillor has forwarded a request from the Walkden Road Business and Community Association for a limited waiting restriction to be introduced outside the shops on Walkden Road adjacent to Birch Road, Walkden.

Observations taken have revealed that parking space is often available at this location.  However, concerns have been expressed that the proposed extension to the business premises opposite, into their car park, may result in an increase in demand for on-street parking.

It is considered that a limited waiting restriction could be introduced on Walkden Road outside the shops, but this will also necessitate the introduction of a no waiting at any time restriction at the junction of Royle Street to ensure sight lines are protected.  Consequently, this will reduce the amount of available on-street parking space. Emergency services had no objections to the recommendation.

f)       ORCHARD ST ,SALFORD

In 1979 the City of Salford introduced The Greater Manchester County (Orchard Street and Alderson Street, Salford 6) (Restriction of Waiting) (City) Order.

The order was split into two schedules.

The first schedule identified the sections of road where vehicles were not permitted to wait  between 8am and 6pm.

The second schedule identified the sections of  road where vehicles which did not exceed 30 cwts were allowed  to wait  for up to two hours within any three hour period. The second schedule also stated that vehicles which exceeded 30cwts were not permitted to park in these sections of road  between 8am to 6pm Monday to Friday

(N.B CWT refers to the old system of identifying vehicles by cubic weight which was subsequently replaced by the current metric system.)

The City Council has recently received a complaint from a local business  situated on Orchard Street about the number of vehicles which are parking on the road in such a manner the large vehicles cannot negotiate a path along the road.

Observations have also shown that vehicles are parking in a manner that would contravene the regulations.

The initial plan to address this problem was to renew the signs and road markings. However upon checking the latest guidelines, the signs for identifying the out dated weight system for vehicle categories are no longer available. 

In view of this, an amendment is required to apply the correct type of signing.

Having considered the current use of the area it is deemed that there is no longer a requirement to restrict vehicles by category of weight. The only requirement is to maintain a limited waiting period for any vehicle within certain sections of the road.

g)      AMENDED TRAFFIC CALMING SCHEME  -  OXFORD ROAD, SALFORD 6,

We have recently received correspondence from residents of Oxford Road area expressing concerns about speeding vehicles and the effectiveness of the existing traffic calming features (speed cushions) on Oxford Road.  Following these complaints, a number of ‘After’ traffic surveys have been carried out on Oxford Road to determine the scale of the problem. 

The analysis of the traffic surveys revealed that there has been a reduction in the volume and the speed of vehicles travelling along Oxford Road following the introduction of traffic calming scheme. However, a significant number of vehicles are still exceeding the 20mph speed limit and this may be a factor in the residents’ concerns about possible ground-borne vibrations on Oxford Road. 

An analysis of the accident record revealed that there have been 2 reported injury accidents along Oxford Road in the 3-year period before the traffic calming scheme was introduced and there are no reported injury accidents after implementing the scheme. 

Site inspections revealed that that there are some damaged/disfigured speed cushions on Oxford Road and this may be due to various reasons such as, poor compaction and/or the quality of the material used during construction, etc. However, it is fair to say that current condition of these cushions could hinder the overall performance of the scheme on Oxford Road.  

To address these problems the City Council proposes to amend the existing traffic calming features on Oxford Road. The amended scheme proposal is as follows: -    

· the removal of the existing speed cushions on Oxford Road from Hereford Road to Orme Avenue; 

· the introduction of three 75mm high junction tables with 1 in 15 ramp gradients, one  road narrowing (traffic choke) and 20mph roundels on red patches, etc., as shown on attached plan.

These measures should lead to reduced vehicle speeds further and hence improve safety in the area. The attached plan no. TT/SF/1171/1 illustrates the amended traffic calming proposal. The existing traffic calming features are shown on plan no. TT/SF/1171a. 

Estimated Cost

Approximately £25,000 to be funded from Block 3 Transport Capital Programme for Local Safety Schemes 2004/5 allocations.

Introduction of amended traffic calming measures on Oxford Road, as detailed in the report and shown on the attached plan no. TT/SF/1171/1.
