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CONTROLLED PARKING ZONE, SALFORD

At a Trinity Vehicle Crime Meeting held last year Greater Manchester Police requested changes to the Controlled Parking Zone (CPZ). There is a high vehicle crime rate within the area and GMP want to prevent crimes by altering some of the restrictions on certain roads and extending the zone along Blackfriars Road to Trinity Way.

After discussion with officers from Parking Services and Traffic Management an agreement has been reached to recommend the following:

· Gravel Lane – introduce No Waiting At Any Time for its entire length.

· Blackfriars Road – replace the existing limited waiting bay on the south west side with a Pay and Display Scheme. The bay on the north east side will also be replaced with a Pay and Display Scheme but will be reduced due to a new access being constructed and associated junction protection restrictions being introduced.

· Blackfriars Road – due to the large amount of signage required it is recommended that the CPZ be extended to Garden Lane only.

· Duke Street – replace the existing Pay and Display Scheme with a working day restriction.

It is also proposed to introduce junction protection markings on Kings Street to protect the new access, however this will be advertised separately as it is not included in the CPZ.
