Planning permission was refused in May, 2005 on the grounds the proposal would be 

cramped and out of character with the surrounding area because of its siting and

design.

The Inspector felt the two main issues were the effect of the proposal on the character 

and appearance of the surrounding area and the effect on the living conditions of 

nearby residents.

The Inspector was of the view that the appeal site relates visually to Daisy Bank

Avenue, where the pattern of development is far less regular and more varied.  He

observed that this is a finely balanced case but he was satisfied that the scheme has

been designed in such a way that the existing character and appearance of the area

will not be compromised.  It was also concluded the separation distances were

adequate to ensure there would be no loss of privacy for 

nearby residents.

The appeal was allowed and permission granted.

Planning permission was refused in January, 2005 on the grounds one of the apartment blocks (Block A) would harm the living conditions of neighbouring residents in terms of overlooking, overbearing and overshadowing.

Permission was subsequently granted in March, 2005 for a 34 apartment scheme wherein Block A would be two storeys  rather than three storeys rejected by the Council.   As a consequence the Inspector took account of this and only focussed on the difference between the two schemes.  The issue being would a three storey block A, in comparison with a two storey block A (as approved) seriously harm neighbours living conditions.

The Inspector assessed the differences and was of the view that a three storey block would not effect nearby residents in terms of loss of sunlight or privacy.  He did conclude, however, that the residents of 2 Dixon Drive would experience an overbearing effect and this would significantly harm their living conditions.

The appeal was dismissed.

Appeal dismissed.

Planning permission was refused in May, 2005 on the grounds the side extension would create a terracing effect and this would be out of character with the streetscene.

The Inspector concluded the proposal would create a terracing effect, undermine the sense of spaciousness on Blyborough Close and thus unacceptably affect the character and appearance of the area.  He also commented it would conflict with the aims of the Councils SPG for House Extensions.

The Inspector added that he sympathised with the appellants desire to provide additional space for her family but that the personal circumstances of an applicant can seldom justify development.  This is because the development entails works of a permanent nature and will exist long after the personal circumstances of the applicant have ceased to be material

The appeal was dismissed.
