REPORT

A number of consultation exercises have taken place with ward members, local residents, emergency services and bus operators for the introduction of traffic calming measures in the area.  Consequently a scheme has been designed taking onboard the feedback from the consultations.

It is proposed to introduce a scheme comprising traffic management and traffic calming measures in order to slow down the speed of traffic in an attempt to address the level of accidents within the estate and also discourage its use as a short cut especially during the morning peak periods.

The scheme includes a combination of road closures, one-way traffic systems, speed cushions, road humps, speed tables and priority chicanes. Emergency services have no objections to the proposals and it is asked that the Panel approve the Traffic Regulation Orders required for the implementation of the scheme.
