At the Planning and Transportation Regulatory Panel meeting on 3rd November 2005 authorisation was given to advertise the intention to make the above mentioned Order under the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984.

The proposals of the Strategic Director of Housing & Planning are for the: -

AMENDMENT OF:

THE CITY OF SALFORD (ORDSALL LANE/SOUTH HALL STREET, SALFORD) (PROHIBITION OF WAITING) ORDER 1996

IN SO FAR AS IT RELATES TO:

No Waiting at Any Time

Junction of South Hall Street and Ordsall Lane, Salford for a distance of 15 metres in each direction except on the South East side of Ordsall Lane from the North Eastern kerbline of South Hall Street for a distance of 25 metres.

To Read:

South Hall Street, both sides, from the South Eastern kerbline of Ordsall Lane for a distance of 15 metres.

Ordsall Lane, both sides, from a point 25 metres  North East of the North Eastern kerbline of South Hall Street in a South Westerly direction for a distance of 73 metres.

Add:

Asgard Drive, both sides, from the North Western kerbline of Ordsall Lane for a distance of 15 metres.

Objections to the proposal have been received.   Letters explaining of the need for the Order have been sent to each Objector, however the Objections listed have not been withdrawn.   Copies of the outstanding objections are available at Committee.

6.

Details
The following Objections have not been withdrawn.

Brief details of each objection are as follows: -

Ms Catherine Davies of 102 The Mill, South Hall Street, Salford, objects to the proposals on the grounds that within the Mill apartments there is only one designated parking space per apartment, this means for residents with two vehicles or visitors, they only have the option to park outside the premises on the Street. 

Ms Helen Doughty & Mr Paul King of Apt 401 The Mill, South Hall Street, Salford, M5 4JH dispute the need for the implementation of the proposed waiting restrictions.

Ms Claire Pridding of Apt 405 The Mill, South Hall Street, Salford, M5 4JH also disputes the need for the implementation of the proposed waiting restrictions, and again raises concerns about the lack of parking spaces for visitors to the apartments.   

The Strategic Director of Housing & Planning has considered each objection submitted and his comments are: -



The Proposals do not include introducing waiting restrictions on South Hall Street. South Hall 

Street is currently protected by “No Waiting At Any Time” restrictions for 15 metres on both 


sides from its junction with Ordsall Lane and this will remain the same.
