	In the earlier part of this year the City Council were contacted by McNeil & Co. who act as the Managing Agents for Huntpride Limited.  Huntpride Limited leased the enterprise park which was situated off Duncan Street, Salford.

The representative from McNeil and Co. informed the City Council that a vehicle repair garage had recently opened up within the former Glass Works building situated on Duncan Street and during the course of the working day the repair garage left vehicles which were in various states of repair along the highway. The entrance to the garage was situated adjacent to the entrance to the enterprise park and the garage subsequently parked the vehicles within the confines and visibility splay of the junction to the enterprise park.  This subsequently caused manoeuvring difficulties for vehicles which were attempting to enter and leave the enterprise park.

Site visits were conducted which confirmed the above facts.  During the time of the observations it was noted that several vehicles were untaxed and in such a condition or position that it would constitute a hazard to pedestrians and other vehicles.  In view of the type of offences which were apparent this matter could normally be addressed by Police enforcement, therefore, this matter was forwarded to the Greater Manchester Police in order for appropriate action to be taken, and this would have saved the requirement to introduce a traffic regulation order.

This matter was brought to the attention of the Greater Manchester Police Traffic Management Unit, who forwarded it to their Operational Policing Unit.  However, despite repeated attempts by the Traffic Management Unit to progress the matter no action appeared to have been taken.  In view of this measures were required to control the parking around the entrance to the enterprise park to improve visibility and accessibility.  Emergency Services had no objections to the recommendation.
