Change of use from shop (A1) to shop for the sale of hot food (A5)

Decision:
Dismissed

Planning permission was refused in January 2006 on the grounds the proposed change of use from a shop to a hot food take away would seriously injure the amenity of neighbouring residents by reason of noise and disturbance and general activity.

The Inspector considered the main issue to be the effect of the proposal on the living conditions of the occupiers of nearby residential properties.

The Inspector agreed with the City Council that as the surrounding area is predominantly residential the noise and disturbance caused by customers of a hot food take away throughout the evening into the early hours would be unacceptable and harm nearby residents living conditions. 

For the reasons above the appeal was dismissed.

Prior Notification for the installation of a 11m high telegraph pole supporting three shrouded antenna and two equipment cabinets

Planning permission was refused in December 2005 on the grounds that, the proposed telecommunications pole would be an incongrous feature in the street scene, it would clutter the street scene and the applicant had no provided satidfactory information in relation to site selection.

The Inspector considered the main issues in determinining this appeal  were issues of street scene and information provided in realtion to site selection.

The Inspector agreed with the City Council and considered the proposal would unacceptable harm the appearance of the character and appearance of the street scene and that the applicant had not satisfactoril demonstrated that no suitable alternative location was available.

Retention of boundary fencing at front of dwelling.

Dismissed

Planning permission was refused in August 2005 on the grounds of height and design of the boundary fencing detracts from the character and appearance of the surrounding area.

The inspector considered the main issue was the height, design and materials of the fences in relation to the character of the immediate area

Although the inspector do not consider the height of the fence to be harmful, the inspector agreed with the City Council that the design and materials of the fences means that retention of the fencing would be inconsistent and unsympathetic with the character of the area.

Retention of 1 x 48 sheet internally illuminated backlight display unit

Decision:
Dimsissed

Planning permission was refused in February 2006 on the grounds of the size, siting and illumination the advertisement constitutes a strident and incongruous feature to the detriment of the street scene and the on going regeneration of Chapel Street.

The inspector considered the main issue was the effect of the panel on the amenity of the area.

The inspector agreed with the City Council that the size of the panel (3m x6m) is considerably larger than the previous approved flat signboard in the same position and the panel appears as an overlarge and discordant feature on the Bell Tower. Furthermore, the panel has an open outlook to the east which stands out as very prominent and intrusive feature in the street scene.

For these reasons the appeal was dismissed
