DETAILS:


A request has been received for the existing waiting restrictions on Welbeck Grove, Salford to be extended. It is claimed that vehicles park beyond the restrictions and continually block the access to the private forecourt parking area at the junction of Welbeck Grove/Leicester Road. Observations on several occasions have confirmed that drivers do obstruct the access and also the passageways to the rear of 19-55 Leicester Road.

THE CITY OF SALFORD (LEICESTER ROAD, ASHBOURNE GROVE AND WELBECK GROVE, SALFORD 7) (PROHIBITION OF WAITING) ORDER 1990

IN SO FAR AS IT RELATES TO

Welbeck Grove, both sides, from the westerly kerbline of Leicester Road, in a south westerly direction for a distance of 15 metres.

AMEND TO READ

Welbeck Grove, north side, from its junction with Leicester Road, in a south westerly direction for a distance of 26 metres.

Welbeck Grove, south side, from its junction with Leicester Road, in a south westerly direction for a distance of 28 metres.

Objections to the proposal have been received. Letters explaining the need for the Order have been sent to the objectors. However the objections listed have not been withdrawn. Copies of the all objections are available at panel.

Brief details of the objections along the Director of Development Services comments are as follows:-

Halmartin Limited t/a M H Bakery: - 33-35 Leicester Road, Salford, Manchester, M7 4AS

An objection was received from the manager of M H Bakery, Mr Dan Salzer, by letter dated 20th May 2005. In particular, Mr Salzer objected to the extension of the prohibition of waiting on the south side of Welbeck Grove on the following grounds: -

a) Loss of parking spaces for his customers;

b) Loss of customers who do not like walking far to and from their cars especially in cold or hot weather conditions. Having to put the children in and out of strollers wastes their time. Walking with their money makes some people nervous as it makes them at risk of crime, and having to carry their shopping bags back to the car is inconvenient;

c) The area on Leicester Road is zoned by Salford Council to be a shopping area, if there are no parking places they and other shops shall lose their customers and income. Fewer shops equals less jobs;

d) He has recently taken over ownership of the business as the previous owners were running at a loss. He is trying to rebuild the business and the decision to reduce the parking will have a detrimental effect, possibly leading to redundancies.

e) The parked cars do not block the view of cars turning the corner as there is already an existing prohibition of waiting;

f) The parked cars on the south side of Welbeck Grove do not disturb the cars going in and out of the parking lot on the north side of Welbeck Grove as there is plenty of room on the road as it is quite wide;

g) The parked cars on the south side of Welbeck Grove do not disturb the traffic flow going up and down the street, as there is plenty of room for two cars to pass at any time.

In conclusion, Mr Salzer requested that the Council not extend the prohibition of waiting on the south side of Welbeck Grove.

Dovid’s Deli – 31 Leicester Road, Salford, Manchester M7 4AS

An objection was received from Mr Weisz of Dovid’s Deli by letter dated 23rd May 2005. This letter was almost identical in form and content to that filed by M H Bakery and requested that the prohibition of waiting not be extended on the south side of Welbeck Grove.

Sunshine Cleaner- 27 Leicester Road, Salford, M7 4AS

An objection was received from Mr Smus of Sunshine Cleaners by letter dated 23rd May 2005. This letter was almost identical in form and content to that filed by M H Bakery and requested that the prohibition of waiting not be extended on the south side of Welbeck Grove.

Yvettes- 29 Leicester Road, Salford, M7 4AS

An objection was received from Mr Rosenbaum of Yvettes by letter dated 23rd May 2005. This letter was almost identical in form and content to that filed by M H Bakery and requested that the prohibition of waiting not be extended on the south side of Welbeck Grove.

The Director of Development Services replied as follows, on the 20th September 2005: -

The initial proposal to introduce no waiting restrictions was confined to the north side of Welbeck Grove to protect a forecourt area off Welbeck Grove and also the passageway to the rear of properties numbered 37 to 55 Leicester Road. 

At the Planning and Transportation Regulatory Panel members requested that the restrictions on the south side be extended to cover the passageway to the rear of properties numbered 19 to 35 as it was considered vehicles would be displaced from the north to the south side.

It is felt that in the interests of highway safety that the restrictions should be introduced on both sides of Welbeck Grove. The proposal on the South side extends the restrictions by 20 metres, which is not considered excessive. This would displace approximately 3 vehicles and parking is available in the surrounding area.

Halmartin Ltd t/a M H Bakery – 33 –35 Leicester Road, Salford, Manchester M7 4AS

By a letter dated 10th October 2005, Mr Salzer confirmed that he would not be withdrawing his objection to the proposals, on the grounds that they would result in a reduction of parking spaces in an already congested area. 

Yvettes- 29 Leicester Road, Salford, M7 4AS

By an undated letter received on 17th October 2005, Mrs Rosenbaum of Yvettes confirmed that they would not be withdrawing their objection to the proposals on the grounds that parking spaces would be lost. Mrs Rosenbaum also commented that the area is already dealt with unfairly in that bollards are located in front of their premises, which creates difficulties when unloading deliveries. Mrs Rosenbaum also noted that it can take her up to ten minutes to find a parking place at present and her business has already suffered because a new premises has opened with more parking spaces than Yvette’s. 

The Authority has not received any further response from Sunshine Cleaners, 27 Leicester Road or Dovid’s Deli at 31 Leicester Road. 

Having considered objections, the Director of Development Services recommends that the Order be introduced as originally proposed.
