Summary of Results – St Annes Avenue, Lower Seedley Road, Seedley Road & Langworthy Road, Salford

The number of residents in favour of the scheme is very good at 95%.  57% of residents responded to the questionnaire.

The alley way could offer a short cut from St Annes Avenue to Lower Seedley Road.  However, St Annes Avenue is a cul-de-sac & it is not a short cut to or from any amenities.  The alleyway is unadopted & not particularly suited for walking.  A more suitable & well-lit alternative is available to the front of the affected properties.

65% of respondents stated that crime or anti-social behaviour has occurred within the alley or been aided by the alley.
