Background

5.1

At the Planning and Transportation Regulatory Panel meeting on 17th May 2007Fillin "date" authorisation was given to advertise the intention to make the above mentioned Order under the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984.

5.2

The proposals of the Director of Development Services are for the introduction of a one-way traffic system and 24 hour no waiting restrictions.

Introduction of One-Way Traffic System:-


Clovelly Road – traffic will be restricted to travelling in a northerly direction from it’s junction with Worsley Road to it’s junction with Moorfield Road.

Moorfield Road – traffic will be restricted to travelling in a easterly direction from its junction with Clovelly Road to its junction with Moorside Road.


Introduction of No Waiting at any time:-


Clovelly Road, east side, from its junction with Worsley Road to its junction with Allenby Road.


Moorfield Road, north side, from it’s junction with Clovelly Road to its junction with Moorside Road.


Revocation of: The City of Salford (Worsley Road/Clovelly Road, Swinton) (Prohibition of Waiting) Order 2000, in so far as it relates to:-

Clovelly Road, both sides, from its junction with Worsley Road to its junction with Allenby Road.

To Read: Clovelly Road, west side, from its junction with Worsley Road, to its junction with Allenby Road.

Prior to the above proposed orders which were advertised on the 28th June 2007, the same provisions were advertised as one Experimental Order on the 13th October 2005 referred to as Salford City Council (Clovelly Road / Moorfield Road Swinton) (Experimental Introduction of One Way System and Revocation of Prohibition of Waiting and Introduction of New Prohibition of Waiting) Order 2005, see copy of notice attached. 

Following the notice in the Salford Advertiser on the 13th October 2005 objections were received from both residents and the business community alike. Unfortunately owing to time constraints the objections were not resolved or placed before panel for consideration.  Therefore a decision was taken by traffic section following advice of the Legal section that the original order should be allowed to lapse.


Thereafter the same provisions were submitted to the Legal section, but the provisions were presented as two separate proposals and were advertised on the 28th June 2007.


Representations have been made from both sides some favouring the proposals and some against. We are informed that some residents / businesses who objected to the original proposals as outlined above have now had a change of heart, having experienced the benefit of change. Unfortunately those who have had a change of heart have not been identified, in the interest of fairness to both objectors and supporters alike we submit all representations received in relation to the proposals for Clovelly and Moorfield Road, Swinton for your consideration.

Details

6.1          The following objections have been received:-




Eric & Doreen Nash, 4 Clovelly Road, Swinton


A letter was received from Mr. Nash dated the 14th July 2007 objecting to the proposed order on the grounds of safety concerns arising by obstructed sight lines by parked vehicles/unawareness of road users to traffic emerging from Moorfield Road/multiple positions for traffic to join Moorside Road.

Parking provisions on Clovelly Road should be adjusted for various reasons, please see Mr Nash’s letter for further details.




K & RA Faulkner, 22 Clovelly Road, Swinton


A letter objecting to the proposed order was received from Mr. & Mrs. Faulkner on 14th July 2007.  The basis of their objection is visibility issues relating to Worsley Road and Moorfield Road.



Alan Williamson, 2 Allenby Road, Swinton


Whilst Mr Williliamson is in agreement with the one-way traffic order, he would like amendments to be made to the prohibition of waiting restrictions:-


1) 
The prohibition of waiting restrictions would be better positioned on the west side of Clovelly Road from its junction with Worsley Road to its junction with Gordon Road as this would be safer for people using the Co-Op Late Shop and would improve visibility for drivers exiting Allenby Road and Gordon Road.


2) The restrictions on the north side of Moorfield Road should be extended round the corner onto Moorside Road to give drivers better vision of oncoming traffic.
