SCHOOL LANE, IRLAM
A letter has been received from a resident of Doodson Avenue regarding the parking of vehicles on School Lane. It is claimed that vehicles park on both sides of School Lane at school finish times between the junctions of Springfield Avenue and Balshaw Avenue and access to Doodson Avenue is often restricted.

There are existing mandatory school keep clear markings on School Lane outside Irlam Endowed School where there is pedestrian access to the school playground. Observations taken on site have revealed that vehicles do park on both sides of School Lane and right up to the junction of Doodson Avenue. 

Although there are no residential frontages along this section of School Lane it is considered that the introduction of extensive waiting restrictions would have an adverse affect on the local residents and may result in the parking being displaced to outside other residential properties in the vicinity of the school. It is therefore considered that the junction should be protected with waiting restrictions, this will protect the sightlines whilst keeping displacement problems to a minimum. Emergency services have no objections to the proposals.

GRANGE DRIVE, MONTON, ECCLES

 A letter and 24 named petition has been received from residents of Grange Drive, Monton requesting that the current parking restrictions be reviewed. There are existing no waiting at any time/loading ban restrictions on Grange Drive from its junction with Monton Green for a distance of 15 metres, then no waiting at any time as shown on the attached plan. The restrictions were introduced over twenty years ago when the Bluebell Hotel Public House was a very popular venue and patrons parked their vehicles in surrounding streets when the car park was full.

The resident responsible for the request was asked to confirm how many residents would be in favour of the removal of the section of restrictions from a point 15 metres south east of its junction with Monton Green for a distance of 95 metres. This would allow an element of parking whilst keeping both the junction with Monton Road and the bend on Grange Drive free of parked vehicles. The resident returned a 17 named petition in favour of the removal of the restrictions. Those residents that did not sign the petition felt that something needed to be done to allow a little more flexibility with parking but had hoped for something a little less drastic than the removal of the restrictions. A local ward councillor has further canvassed the area on the removal of the restrictions and found 16 were in favour and 3 were against the proposal.

The resident has been made aware the restrictions were originally introduced due to problems caused by patrons of the Bluebell and that this could reoccur.  Following site observations the removal of the restrictions would not hinder highway safety and provide satisfactory on street parking for residents and visitors. Given that the majority of residents are in favour of the removal  of the restrictions it is therefore proposed to recommend that the restrictions be revoked. Emergency services have no objections to the proposals.

A petition has been received from the residents of Preston Avenue, Cadishead, requesting a review of the present twenty four hour no waiting restrictions adjacent to their properties.

The present restrictions date from 1973 when Preston Avenue provided a main access route to the steel works which has been closed for a number of years. The revocation of  the existing restrictions, adjacent to the residential properties and introduction of working day restrictions would allow residents to park adjacent to their properties at evenings and weekends whilst still controlling parking during the hours of operation of the Craig Hall day Centre. A request has been received from St Andrews Medical Centre, via Councillor Sheehy for a review of waiting restrictions on the roads adjacent to the medical centre. 

On street parking is available adjacent to the medical centre but this is mainly taken up by all day parking by workers in Eccles, therefore in order to provide parking for visitors to the health centre limited waiting would have to be introduced. Also many complaints have been received from residents of Mather Avenue, Francis Avenue, and Bright Road concerning all day parking by town centre workers causing visibility problems for residents and others.

It is proposed to introduce limited waiting of one hour with no return within one hour on the unrestricted section of Wellington Road with twenty four hour no waiting to provide junction protection to the medical centre entrance. Limited waiting will be introduced on Chadwick Road adjacent to and opposite St Andrews Church and twenty four hour junction protection markings at Mather Avenue, Francis Avenue, and Bright Road.

A letter has been received from a resident of Kingsway regarding parking problems near to its junction with Manchester Road. It is claimed that the majority of parking is caused by employees of the Royal Manchester Children’s Home and that often driveways are blocked and highway safety compromised. 

There are existing 15m restrictions on Kingsway from the Manchester Road junction and also junction protection markings. The letter claims that forward visibility is unsatisfactory when approaching the first bend on the west side of Kingsway. A site visit was conducted and observations concur that this is the case. 

All of the residents on this part of Kingsway do have off street parking facilities therefore increased waiting restrictions should not adversely affect residential parking. It is proposed that waiting restrictions be extended on the east side of Kingsway from the end of the existing restrictions to 20m past the bend. This will create more room for vehicles to pass safely and alleviate the problems of non-residential parking whilst leaving some on-street parking area for residents and their respective visitors.

A resident of New Hall Avenue has made a complaint regarding the parking of vehicles on New Hall Avenue, Eccles. The complaint centres around customers of the shops on the A57 Liverpool Road and their parking on both sides of New Hall Avenue. The resident is worried that access into New Hall Avenue may be restricted by these vehicles. The resident requests that No Waiting At Any Time restrictions are introduced at the junction and along one side of New Hall Avenue from Liverpool to the first bend.

After conducting site visits on two occasions, at the time the resident suggested, there was evidence of parking on both sides of New Hall Avenue close to the junction and further up New Hall Avenue towards the first bend. The parked vehicles would hinder access for larger vehicles and parking at a bend compromises highway safety.  It is therefore recommended that waiting restrictions be introduced on the north east side for a distance of 15 metres and on the south west side for a distance of 66 metres. Emergency services have no objections to the proposals.

A letter has been received from an employee of the Wardens Office regarding problems of access into the court of Malimson Bourne, Higher Broughton via Vinca Grove. A request was made for waiting restrictions to be provided on Vinca Grove to alleviate the problems of parking on Vinca Grove between its junction with Hilton Street North and the court entrance. 

Many elderly residents who live at Malimson Bourne use ‘Ring and Ride’ transport and other services that use larger vehicles therefore it is necessary to have unhindered access into Vinca Grove from Hilton Street North and then the court car park. Concerns for access for the emergency services have also been expressed.

Several site visits have ascertained that vehicles do park on Vinca Grove and Hilton Street North and could hinder access for emergency vehicles. The introduction of no waiting at any time at this junction would make access intro Vinca Grove easier and safer for vehicles gaining access to Malimson Bourne. Emergency services have no objections.

A letter has been received from a business on Dearmans Place, a Newspaper and Periodical Publishers, requesting for waiting restrictions to be increased outside their premises. This is due to vehicles parking on Dearmans Place outside of the hours of the existing restrictions and hindering access into the building. The vehicles that need to enter and exit the building are larger vehicles therefore they need the whole width of the narrow road for manoeuvring. Also they require access throughout all hours of the day and night due to the nature of the business.

Following site observations it was seen that amending the existing restrictions on Dearmans Place, from No Waiting Mon-Fri 8.30am-6.00pm, Sat 8.30am-12:30pm, to No Waiting At Any Time will provide the necessary changes to ensure that the accesses are clear at all times. The nearby hotel has a car park for staff and visitors so there should be no requirement for on street parking to take place at this location. Emergency services have no objections to the propoals.
