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 (a)   VICARAGE GROVE/BIRKDALE GROVE, ECCLES

Prior to September 2000 parking was prohibited on both sides of Vicarage Grove and Birkdale Grove Eccles.  In September 2000 some of the restrictions were relaxed when a temporary traffic regulation order was introduced.  The effect of the temporary order was to allow motorists to park all day and it is likely that this parking is utilized by local workers in order to avoid parking in the local pay and display car parks.  This temporary order was introduced to ease parking problems elsewhere caused by the redevelopment of Eccles town centre.  The temporary order expired in September 2001 however the restrictions have not yet been reintroduced.

A request has been received through Eccles Talking Town for the introduction of limited waiting on both Vicarage Grove and Birkdale Grove which will provide for short term parking and ensure a regular turnover of spaces.  The all day parker will therefore be displaced into the surrounding car parks.  It is felt by the local traders that the introduction of limited waiting with waiting restricted to 30 minutes maximum (no return within 1 hour) will be of benefit to local shoppers and therefore the traders of Eccles. Emergency services have no objections to the proposals.
