DETAILS:


Redrow and Persimmon Homes are currently constructing a new housing development at Cadishead Way/Fairhills Road, Irlam. As part of the planning condition a new roundabout is being constructed on Cadishead Way and the existing speed limit is 50 m.p.h. In the interest of highway safety it is proposed to reduce the existing speed limit to 40 m.p.h for approximately 170 metres on each approach and on the roundabout itself. To allow for the reduction in speed limit the existing order has to be revoked and new 40 m.p.h and 50 m.p.h orders introduced.             

The proposals of the Director of Development Services are for the:-

Introduction of a 40 m.p.h speed limit  

SCHEDULE

A57 on the Cadishead Way, Irlam from a point 457 metres north of the northern kerbline of Fairhills Road to a point 122 metres north of the northern kerbline, a distance of 335metres.

 Objections to the proposal have been received, but have not been withdrawn to date.   

Brief details of the objection are as follows :-

A letter was received from Mr McBroom of York dated the 14th  February 2004 on the basis that the proposal is unrealistic, unenforceable and unjustified.      

The Objection has not been withdrawn to date 

Having considered objections, the Director of Development Services recommends that the Order be introduced as originally introduced.
