Decision:


Appeal Dismissed

Consent was refused in November, 2004 on the grounds that the felling of the tree would seriously injure the amenity of the area and that insufficient evidence had been provided to justify the removal of this protected tree.

The Inspecting Officer from Government Office felt that the tree, because of its location and size, is highly visible to the general public and it appears to be in healthy condition.  The Secretary of State took account of the appellants concerns that the tree had caused a hole in the driveway and that it obscured views.

The Secretary of State concluded, however, that the tree provides significant amenity value and the reasons put forward by the appellant for its removal do not justify the trees removal.  The appeal was dismissed.

Enforcement Appeal

Removal of unauthorised removal terraced dwelling which was not built in accordance with the approved plans or planning permission

Appeal dismissed – enforcement notice upheld with variations

Planning permission was granted in August, 2002 for the erection of a new terraced

dwelling (reference 02/44031/FUL).  The development was not carried out in

accordance with the approved plan or planning permission and in November 2004 an 

Enforcement notice was served, that was subsequently the subject of an appeal.

The Planning Inspector commented that regrettably the dwelling that has been built

abutting No. 80 shows scant regard for the character and style of the remainder of the

terrace.  He considered the approved scheme indicated a new dwelling that would fit-

in well with the remainder of the terrace.

The Inspector gave careful consideration to the circumstances influencing the owner

to build a house different to the approved scheme.  He noted that throughout 2004 the

Council tried to resolve the situation without the need for enforcement action – but

these attempts were unsuccessful.  The Inspector did not regard these circumstances 

as a good reason for allowing this appeal.

The Inspector decided to vary the requirements of the notice to allow the owners the

option of demolishing the dwelling as far as is necessary and re-building it in strict 

accordance with the approved plans.

The Inspectors decision therefore was to dismiss the appeal, refuse to grant planning

permission and uphold the enforcement notice.  He also directed the following

variations to the notice:

Either: (1) Within 3 months of this decision (dated 13th June 2005) remove the


                  Unauthorised terraced dwelling, or

            (2) Within 6 months of this decision (dated 13th June 2005), demolish the

                  dwelling as far as is necessary and re-build it in strict accordance with

                   the approved plans (reference 02/44031/FUL).
