At the Planning and Transportation Regulatory Panel meeting on 15th January 2004 authorisation was given to advertise the intention to make the above mentioned Order under the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984.

Comments of Objectors

5.1

(a) Councillor Geoff Ainsworth and family – Brookfield, 262 Eccles Old Road, Salford

Councillor Ainsworth states that the initial purpose of the scheme was to reasonably maximise the amount of on street parking spaces available for residents without prejudice to recommendations of arrangements required to ensure safe passage of traffic.  Councillor Ainsworth understands the arrangements for safe passage of traffic to mean the length of Park Road will no longer have ‘either side’ designated parking.  However he feels this is unnecessary as there has been either side parking on that length of road outside of the scheme with no apparent problem to the passage of buses.

Councillor Ainsworth has provided sketches (see attached) demonstrating how he believes the objectives of the scheme can be achieved.  This includes a significant increase in the length of the bay to front of Portland House, from the proposed 19 metres to 32 metres.  This he feels will achieve parking/alighting space adjacent to each of the pedestrian access points to 262 Eccles Old Road and Portland House together with ‘white line protection’ to the whole width of the driveways and space between serving number 262 and 1 Park Road.

(b) J. Burke – 264 Eccles Old Road, Salford

J. Burke states that since the introduction of residents parking, they have found there to be a number of disadvantages, namely that their visitors have nowhere to park and contractors carrying out work at their house are also unable to park.

Conclusions


I have consulted with the Director of Engineering, Urban Vision who comments as follows:-

(a) Councillor Ainsworth’s objection relates to the original Residents’ Parking Scheme Order in respect of the parking space available immediately at the gable end of his property.  Although Councillor Ainsworth’s suggestions have been considered, taking into account road safety issues and the overall benefit of the Residents’ Parking Scheme in general it is not feasible to extend the bay in question.

(b) J. Burke is not directly fronting Park Road and therefore not entitled to parking permits.  Off-street is available to the residents at number 262 Eccles New Road by means of a driveway and therefore does not fall within the scheme.

Overall the residents within the Hope Hospital Phase 2 area are happy with the scheme and the amendments to the Order take into account any comments received during the experimental period.
