RECOMMENDATIONS:

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:
The Panel will be aware of the Greater Manchester Local Transport Plan (LTP) and the associated objectives and transport strategies aimed at developing a more integrated and more sustainable transport system throughout the county. One such strategy is that for the establishment of a network of Quality Bus Corridors (QBCs). These corridors will seek to redress the current imbalance within the highway network to give greater priority to buses, cyclists and pedestrians. In addition, the QBC's will form the basis for Quality Bus Partnerships, whereby the Greater Manchester authorities will provide improved bus facilities and the bus operators will provide modern, high quality buses and more frequent services.
