REPORT

Since the Eccles Town Centre Order 2002 came into force on 17th January 2002 various comments have been made with regard to its effectiveness and numerous requests for changes to the exemptions made under the order.

The order has recently lapsed and proposals for a permanent Traffic Regulation Order have been drafted and are the subject of a separate report to this panel.

However, whilst some of the proposals in the permanent order are less onerous, one or two are more onerous and strong objections are expected possibly delaying the introduction of the permanent order.

In order to minimise the time when no orders are in place, it is proposed to introduce a further experimental order made up of the less onerous measures of the proposed permanent order but none of the more onerous parts. These parts would be as per the previous experimental order. It is proposed that this new experimental order be for a period of 12 months.

It is further requested that the Director of Development Services be given delegated authority to suspend this experimental order as soon as the permanent order is sealed.

DISABLED PARKING BAYS

King Street, west side, from the southern boundary line of Church Street for a distance of 5 metres in a southerly direction for one bay.

King Street, west side, from a point 16.5 metres south of the southern boundary of Church Street for a distance of 28 metres for five bays.

INTRODUCTION OF

PROHIBITION OF DRIVING

On the gap in the central reserve of the dual carriageway of Bentcliffe Way opposite the entrance to Akros chemicals on the southern kerbline of Bentlcliffe Way, from a point 97 metres west of the western kerbline of Gildabrook Road for a distance of 15 metres in a westerly direction.
