GREENLEACH LANE, WORSLEY

A letter of concern has been received regarding the safety of pedestrians and motorists on Greenleach Lane in the vicinity of the Post Office due to increased parking at this location.  This increase is due to the changing nature of the Post Office providing more services including the lottery and licensed alcohol.  In addition, a further complaint has been received regarding the parking of vehicles on Greenleach Lane at its junction with Parrfield Road, which obstructs sightlines.

Observations taken on site have revealed that vehicles do park outside the residential properties and that these vehicles park halfway on the footway.  As there is no footway outside the Post Office, parking in this manner is creating problems for pedestrians, especially mothers with pushchairs.  The observations also revealed that vehicles are being parked around the junction of Parrfield Road, which obstructs access into and out of the road.

Consequently, it was proposed to introduce 24 hour waiting restrictions on the south western side of Greenleach Lane, from a point 15 metres south east of its junction with Parrfield Road, in north westerly direction, to the existing waiting restrictions at its junction with Summerfield Road.  In addition, 24 hour waiting restrictions would also be introduced on both sides of Parrfield Road, for a distance of 15 metres.

However, as these proposals would affect the residents of the area, a letter of consultation was sent to all the residents of Parrfield Road and No.’s 163-197 Greenleach Lane.  Of the 30 letters delivered, 24 replies were received, resulting in 13 in favour and 11 against.  As this did not indicate a clear majority, a meeting was held with the Ward Councillors who also backed the introduction of the waiting restrictions on the grounds of highway safety.  Consequently it is considered that the waiting restrictions should be introduced as originally proposed.

3 Year Accident Analysis

2 accidents further West on Greenleach Lane near to Roe Green and junctions with Starkie Street but no incidents have occurred directly outside the post office.
