5. Background:

The site is situated to the rear of 14 – 42 Mulgrave Road, Worsley within the Roe Green Conservation Area.  A Section 211 application (02/44395/TREECA) was received by the Council on the 26th June 2003 giving six weeks notice for the intention fell a large number of saplings to the rear of  30 – 42 Mulgrave Road.  The City’s Arboriculturalist has inspected the trees and is of the opinion that they were worthy of protection.  Therefore the trees were provisionally protected by an area classification (TPO 262).  Due to the nature of the area of the trees it was decided that they constituted a small woodland as opposed to a group of tree.  The original preservation order was not confirmed due to legal requirements.

In February 2003 a planning application was received for the erection of a two/three storey building comprising 22 apartments together with associated landscaping, car parking and construction of new vehicular access (03/45661/FUL), this application is also before the Panel today.

6. Details:

The City of Salford Tree Preservation Order No.269 (2003) Land to the rear of 14 –42 Mulgrave Road, Worsley provisionally protects a large number of trees within a woodland classification.  The trees provide a high visual amenity to the properties on Mulgrave Road and Manthorpe Avenue, the canopies can also bee seen from several areas along Greenleach Lane.  The site is within the conservation area.`

I have received one letter of objection from the applicant of the Section 211 who are arboricultural consultants.  There are several technical point of objection raised regarding the making and serving of the tree preservation order, these issues have been addressed by letter to the objector.  The following points raised relate specifically to the amenity value and condition of the trees.

· There are a  number of trees included within the order that clearly do not warrant protection by virtue of their current condition and position.

There may be several trees that due to there condition and position may not be worthy of a tree preservation order if they were to stand alone however the woodland as a collective are worthy of protection.  They do provide a high visual amenity to properties on both Mulgrave Road and Manthorpe Avenue and its supports a wide range of wildlife including an number of UK Biodiversity Action Plan Priority Species (song thrush and reed bunting).  It is not the intention of the City Council to gain control over the site merely to afford the trees some protection.  If an application is submitted to develop the site, it will be determined on its own merits.

I recommend that the Tree Preservation Order No. 269 (2003) land to the rear of 14 –42 Mulgrave Road, Worsley be confirmed with modifications.
