1)    INTRODUCTION

Phase II of the Hope Hospital Experimental Residents Parking Scheme has been in operation since the 1st August 2002 and is due to expire in January 2004. During this period, six official objections and two additional letters have been received.  

Details of the objections and our responses are detailed in Appendix 3.  The objectors have also been informed of the recommendations contained in this report and have been invited to attend the meeting.

In addition, as part of the ongoing assessment of the scheme, a consultation exercise has been undertaken with the residents affected by the scheme.

The consultation was divided into two categories. The first category attempted to ascertain the views of the residents who were within the scheme. 

The second category attempted to ascertain the views of the residents who lived just outside of the scheme. 

The consultation process also enabled the residents to offer any comments or suggestions, which could be considered and incorporated into a permanent Order.

A total of 567 letters were sent to the residents within the scheme and 211 letters to residents outside of the scheme.

.

2)    FINDINGS

A total of 285 replies were subsequently received from residents within the scheme and 124 from residents outside of the scheme.  A breakdown of the responses is provided at appendix 1.

Analysis of the results for the residents within the scheme identified that 225 (79%) of the replies indicated that the scheme had assisted them to park and 33 (11%) of the replies indicated that it had not assisted them to park (these included non-car owners).  27 (10%) replies were received which did not indicate yes or no.

For residents outside of the scheme 6 (5%) of the replies confirmed that the scheme had improved the parking situation, but 110 (89%) indicated that the scheme had not improved the parking situation.  8 (6%) replies were received which did not indicate yes or no.

There were a number of comments and suggestions received about the scheme and each of them has been considered on its own merits.

Detailed consideration of each of the points raised identified a number of issues, which could be incorporated into the scheme and were considered feasible.  These are as follows: 

2(a) General

  (i)  To exclude bank holidays

2(b) Park Road

  (i)  Adjacent to house number 14, reduce the parking bay by 3 metres and extend double yellow line markings     to cover this distance.

  (ii) Adjacent to house number 32, extend the parking bay by 2 metres and reduce the single yellow line marking by 2 metres

  (iii) Adjacent house number 30A, reduce parking bay by 4 metres and increase single yellow line by 4 metres to protect bus stop.

  (iv) Adjacent to Portland House, remove 19 metres of single yellow line marking and introduce a new parking     bay opposite the existing bus stop.

  (v) Amend description of residents parking bay dimensions adjacent 262 Eccles Old Road.

2(c) Victoria Road

   (i)  Adjacent to house number 36, reduce double yellow line markings on both sides of the carriageway by 4    metres and subsequently extend the parking bays by this distance on both sides of the carriageway.  This would require relocation of the controlled parking zone signs, which are currently positioned adjacent to house number 36.

2(d) Wilton Road

(i) Adjacent to house number 18, reduce the parking bay by 3 metres and extend the double yellow line markings to cover this distance.

(ii) Adjacent to house number 19, reduce the double yellow line markings by 3 metres and extend the

parking bay to cover this distance.

2(e) Devon Close

  (i)  Removal of the parking area on the north side of Devon Close from the Order as this is subject to a 

separate Off-Street Parking Places Order.

A number of comments passed by the residents were deemed to be impracticable and details of these are contained within appendix 2, which accompanies this report. 

However, although it is proposed to recommend the introduction of the amendments, it is considered that all the residents within the scheme should be given an opportunity to assess the impact these may have.  In order to achieve this, without a full consultation being undertaken it is proposed to:

1. Make the existing experimental order permanent without any changes.  

2. Immediately advertise the proposed revocation of this Order and the introduction of a new permanent  Order incorporating the amendments and giving the residents an opportunity to object.

In addition, due to the overall success of the scheme and the weight of concern of those residents outside its boundaries, it is proposed to consult these residents with a view to extending the scheme as shown on the enclosed plan. 

3 )   RECOMMENDATION

  (a) A consultation be undertaken with the residents outside the existing parking scheme, with a view to              

       extending the scheme to the areas shown on the enclosed plan.

  (b)That the following Experimental Order be made permanent;

       The City of Salford (Hope Hospital Area, Phase 2) (Experimental Residents’ Parking Scheme and           Prohibition of Waiting) Order 2002

  (c) That once sealed we advertise our intention to revoke the above and replace it with the following amended Order.

APPENDIX 2

As part of the consultation process certain residents raised a number of issues, and made recommendations as to how the scheme could be amended to improve perceived problems, which had been generated near to their properties.

However following a site visit to each of the locations we have concluded that their recommendations are not viable and detail below the reasons for these decisions.

1.Victoria Road, Property Number 30, requested that we reduce the yellow line marking by 1 metre adjacent to their property. As a result of the site visit we did not identify any benefit for this measure and therefore recommend the lines to remain in their current position

2. Victoria Road, Property number 11 is a dental surgery which made a request for single day/disposable parking permits which could be handed to patients visiting the premises, or alteration of the waiting time from a 30 minutes to 2 hours. 

It is our opinion that the type of permits requested would be too costly and difficult to control. Due to the fact that a 2 hour parking limit is likely to meet with objections from the residents based on the previous consultation results it is not proposed to introduce this amendment. We are however considering a new limited waiting area on Victoria Road near to Eccles Old Road, which is outside of the current parking scheme.

3. Wilton Road, Elmwood Church made a request for the scheme to be altered to allow a 4 hour and 3 hour period waiting limit to cater for the various types of services held at the church. In addition they have requested on street parking by request for events such as weddings or funerals. We cannot accede to this request due to the impracticality of altering the signage and associated enforcement issues.

4. A total of four requests out of all the residents who are covered by the 24 hour 7 day a week scheme, had been received requesting an amendment of the waiting restrictions to cover the working day only.

 In view of the fact that this figure did not represent the views of the majority  of the residents it was not considered appropriate to forward this recommendation

In addition to the above comments, several concerns were raised by the residents  who reside in the culs de sac regarding the apparent lack of enforcement. However the signs governing these roads operate on an advisory basis only and are not enforceable.

We are at the present time in consultation with the Department of Transport with a view to obtaining authorisation for these signs.

A number of concerns were also raised regarding lack of enforcement near to the church situated on Wilton Road. The concerns identified that residents from the surrounding area were parking near to the church on Sundays and using their car permits to park on this road. 

In response to these comments the overall scheme does not provide different parking permits to cover individual areas and therefore any resident who holds a permit can park on any of the roads, which are governed by the scheme.  

APPENDIX 3

As this scheme was introduced for an experimental period of 18 months, the first 6 months of its operation was also the objection period.  The formal objections received during this period are detailed below along with our comments.  The objectors have also been invited to attend the meeting.

1) MR P. GOODIER  -  11 GLYNRENE DRIVE, SWINTON

Objects to the variable hours of operation of the scheme i.e. 24 hours 7 days a week and 9.00am – 5.00pm Monday to Friday and that the parking has now transferred to Lancaster Road.

RESPONSE:  The hours of operation are as requested by the majority of residents, in each of the areas to which the variable hours are applicable.

Additional waiting restrictions have also been introduced on Lancaster Road to remove the displaced parking.

2) MR S. GRUBISIC  -  37 PARK ROAD, SALFORD

Objects to the single yellow line outside his home as he was under the impression he could park there with a permit.

RESPONSE:  These restrictions are required to enable the safe passage of vehicles on Park Road, which is a bus route and are therefore an integral part of the scheme.  This was debated at some length before the current order was introduced.  It is recommended that the restrictions remain in situ.

3) MR & MRS SHINWELL  -  7 TRAFALGAR ROAD, SALFORD

They object to the 24 hour 7 days a week operation of the scheme and suggest it be relaxed to working day only.

RESPONSE:  The hours of operation have again been determined by the majority of residents.  No further requests have been received for the hours to be reduced in Trafalgar Road and it is therefore recommended that no changes be made.

4) MRS POTTS  -  19 WILTON ROAD, SALFORD

Objects to the yellow line extending across the driveway and has requested that it be reduced to allow them to park.

RESPONSE:  This request has been acknowledged and the required amendments are included in the recommendations of this report.

5) ELMWOOD CHURCH  -  ECCLES OLD ROAD, SALFORD

Object to hours of operation and request relaxation of scheme to cover church services on a Sunday and to allow parking for weddings and funerals.

RESPONSE:  The reasons why we cannot accede to this request can be found in Appendix 2.

6) MR G. AINSWORTH  -  262 ECCLES OLD ROAD.

Several concerns have been raised by Mr Ainsworth. In the main these relate to the positioning of a sign adjacent to his driveway and the incorrect description of the residents parking bay also adjacent to his property.

RESPONSE:  It is considered that these two issues have been dealt with by the relocation of the sign and an amendment to the dimensions of the bay as included in this report.  

In addition, the Head of Law and Administration has received two letters in which there is no indication that they are objections to the scheme.  However, these are detailed below and it is also intended to invite the residents to attend the meeting.

1)  MR R. COLAM  -  1 OAKVILLE DRIVE, SALFORD

Requests that the avenues and drives off Victoria Road be made enforceable.

RESPONSE:  We are currently awaiting approval from the Department for Transport for the signage on the culs-de-sac to enable enforcement to take place

2)  MR SMEDLEY  -  4 VOLTAIRE AVENUE 

Concerned that the permit system is being abused by residents’ giving permits to hospital staff.

RESPONSE:  Residents are entitled to give permits to relatives/friends to park outside their property.
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
