	Proposal
:
	The Parking Services Section had received a complaint from the newsagents located at Sovereign Point regarding customers receiving parking tickets when parked in the bus lay-by adjacent.

The lay-by had only recently been subject to enforcement as the carriageway markings were faded and signs were missing.  The lay-by had been remarked a Clearway by Urban Vision, as part of the remarking of The Quays, and signs had recently appeared, erected by Orbit Developments.  The lay-by was used for storage by Orbit during the recent redevelopment of the area.

GMPTE had advised that the stop was currently used by the 69 service that served the Lowry Outlet, every hour, Monday to Saturday, and it was their intention to erect a route indication board.

A site visit with Greater Manchester Police/Greater Manchester Passenger Transport Executive ascertained that there was scope for the bus bay to be reduced thus allowing a section for customer parking.  Emergency Services had no objections, and it was therefore proposed to introduce a short section of limited waiting to facilitate customers to the newsagents.

	(1) THAT THE CITY OF SALFORD (THE QUAYS AND WATERFRONT QUAYS, SALFORD 5) (PROHIBITION OF WAITING) ORDER 1992 (TRO 754) be amended, insofar as it relates to schedule 1:- 

· AMEND

The Quays, from a point 150 metres north west of the Quays roundabout, in a south westerly, north westerly and north easterly direction to its junction with Broadway.

· TO READ:

The Quays, from a point 340 metres south west and north west of Trafford Road, to its junction with Broadway, excluding the Quays, west side, in the lay-by from a point 10 metres north of the roundabout located 30 metres west of the western kerbline of Winnipeg Quay, for a distance of 18 metres in a northerly direction.

(2) THAT ‘LIMITED WAITING, 20 MINUTES, NO RETURN WITHIN 20 MINUTES’, be introduced as follows:-

A57 LIVERPOOL ROAD, ECCLES



	Proposals
:
	Over the course of the last couple of years the business community of Eccles, situated along the A57 corridor, have experienced a negative fluctuation in trade levels due to the development of larger retail units within the area.  This had subsequently resulted in a number of businesses closing or relocating, and the area becoming generally unviable for new business.

At a recent meeting of the Eccles Traders Association, it was highlighted that there was a strong desire for the area to be improved.

Various options had been considered but one area that was identified as a course of difficulty was the stringent nature of the existing parking regulations, which were generally prohibitive and confusing towards people parking and using the businesses along the A57 Corridor.

It was agreed that the existing restrictions be reviewed between the junctions with Mather Road and Renshaw Street and all the adjacent side roads within the area to identify if any amendments could be made.

In those areas where amendments could be made it was generally felt that the limited waiting allowance should be restricted to 1 hour no return within 2 hours.

Subsequent site investigations and a review of the existing traffic regulation orders identified that the existing restrictions were out dated and generally confusing, and could, in a variety of locations, be amended to accommodate the businesses within the area.  Likewise there was also scope to introduce new restrictions.

To incorporate the new amendments would require, in certain locations, the removal of existing cycle lanes, which were currently advisory only, and realignment of the carriageway markings.

Emergency Services had no objections.

	(1) That the following traffic regulation orders be revoked:-

· The Borough of Eccles (Waiting Restrictions) Traffic Regulation (No. 1) Order 1963, insofar as it relates to:

(a)
Mather Road, from a point 45 feet north of its junction with Church Street to its junction with Church Street.

Bright Road, from a point 45 feet north of its junction with Church Street to its junction with Church Street.

(c)
Devonshire Road, from a point 45 feet north of its junction with Liverpool Road to its junction with Liverpool Road.

(d)
Gladstone Road, from a point 45 feet north of its junction with Liverpool Road to its junction with Liverpool Road.

· The Borough of Eccles (Various Streets) (Prohibition of Waiting) Order 1964, insofar as it relates to:

Cannon Street, from a point 120 feet south of its junction with Liverpool Road to its junction with Liverpool Road.

· The City of Salford (Liverpool Road, A57, Eccles) (Revocation of Prohibition of Waiting and Introduction of New Prohibition of Waiting) Order 1994.

· The Borough of Eccles (Patricroft Bridge) (Prohibition of Waiting) Order 1965, insofar as it relates to, Liverpool Road,  both sides, from the junction with the easterly kerbline of Milton Street to the junction with Church Street.

(2) THAT ‘Limited Waiting, 1 hour no return in 2 hours, Monday to Saturday, 9am to 5pm’, be introduced as follows:-

· Mather Road, east side, from a point 10m north of the junction with Church Street for a distance of 18m in a northerly direction.

· Bright Road, east side, from a point 10m north of the junction with Church Street for a distance of 18m in a northerly direction.

· Devonshire Road, east side, from a point 10m north of the junction with Liverpool Road for distance of 12m in a northerly direction.

· Gladstone Road, east side, from a point 10m north of the junction with Liverpool Road for a distance of 12m in a northerly direction.

· Canon Street, east side, from a point 10m south of the junction with Liverpool Road for a distance of 12m in a southerly direction.

(3) THAT ‘No Waiting at Anytime’ be introduced as follows:-

· Mather Road, east side, from the junction with Church Street for a distance of 10m in a northerly direction.

· Mather Road, west side, from the junction with Church Street for a distance of 14m in a northerly direction.

· Bright Road, east side, from the junction with Church Street for a distance of 10m in a northerly direction.

· Bright Road, west side, from the junction with Church Street for a distance of 30m in a northerly direction.

· Devonshire Road, east side, from the junction with Liverpool Road for a distance of 10m in a northerly direction.
