Appeal Allowed

Planning permission was granted consent in October, 2003 for the retention of the first floor of the former dental laboratory as a dance school subject to a number of conditions.  One of the conditions restricted the hours of operation.  Members felt this condition should be imposed following a site visit and the aim was to minimise disturbance to the ground floor vetinery surgery.

The Inspector agreed with the City Council that it was necessary to restrict the hours of operation but changed the wording of the conditions imposed by the City Council.  The Inspector decided the permission should not be open for customers outside the following hours:  0900 hoursto 2100 hours, Mondays to Fridays, 0900 hours to 1830 hours on Saturdays and Sundays; and no dancing on occasions when emergency surgery is taking place on the ground floor of the building.

Application No. 03/46317/FUL – S W Jones, Land adjacent to 2 Prospect Road, Cadishead

Appeal Allowed

Planning permission for the erection of a detached bungalow with altertions to exsting accesswas refused in July, 2003 on the grounds the siting of the proposed dwelling would not allow adequate separation distance between the proposed and neighbouring development – a loss of privacy would ensue.

The Inspector agreed the main issue was whether the proposal would have an unacceptable effect on the living conditions of neighbouring residents through loss of privacy – caused by inadequate separation.

The Inspector concluded that the proposed dwelling would be appropriate in its context and would not result in any unaccepable effect on the living conditions of neighbouring occupiers through loss of privacy as a result of overlooking.

Application No. 03/46441/FUL – A Bahri, 333 Chorley Road, Swinton

Appeal Allowed

Variation of condition 4 – continued use of means of access from Elm Street to Chorley Road, Swinton

The background to this appeal is that in 1991 planning permission was granted for the use of these premises as a restaurant (E/27890) subject to conditions.  One of the conditions required that the entrance must be from Elm Street, which runs down the side of the property, and was intended to keep activity associated with the business on Elm Street – mainly industrial/commerical in character – and away from the nearby residential property on Chorley Road.

The Inspector did not agree with the Councils view and allowed the appeal concluding that nearby residents would not experience a noticeable increase in noise and disturbance as a result of the Chorley Road entrance being used.
