Vehicles attempting to enter and exit the units on Boston and Buffalo Courts were faced with obstruction and restricted visibility.

· Phoebe Street, both sides, from point 25 metres east of the eastern kerbline of West Craven Street in a northeasterly direction for a distance of 90 metres.

· Extension of Colman Gardens, from the eastern kerbline of Phoebe Street in a southeasterly direction to the western kerbline of Ledbrooke Close.

· Knowsley Avenue, both sides, from the western kerbline of Phoebe Street in a northwesterly direction for a distance of 15 metres.

(4)
THAT ‘PROHIBITION OF DRIVING’ be introduced as follows:-

· Browfield Avenue, from its junction with the extension of Colman Gardens for a distance of 7 metres.

BRIEFING NOTE - PLANNING, ALLEY GATES AND PUBLIC RIGHTS OF WAY

The Director of Urban Vision Partnership Limited submitted a report which sought approval to establish procedures to ensure consistent decisions were made in respect of planning applications for alley gates, and associated gating/closure orders, following a request made by Members of the Planning and Transportation Regulatory Panel for clarification with regard to this issue.


RESOLVED:
(1) THAT Council Officers submitting planning applications for alley gates (usually the Housing Crime Reduction Team of the Housing Connections Partnership) provide (a) details of the status and stage of any associated gating/closure order, and (b) an update during the planning application process, to enable planning officers to report on the status of gating/closure orders when planning applications are determined.



(2) THAT Development Control Officers forward all objections received to those Officers responsible for the gating/closure order.




(3) THAT, where possible, planning applications for alley gates, and associated gating/closure orders, be both dealt with at the same meeting of the Panel.
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
