5.

Background

5.1

At the Planning and Transportation Regulatory Panel meeting on 16th December 2004 authorisation was given to advertise the intention to make the above mentioned Order under the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984.


5.2

The proposals of the Director of Development Services is for the introduction of no waiting at any time:-


Canal Bank, east side, from a point 10 metres south of the southern kerbline of Shackleton Street in a northerly direction for a distance of 27 metres. 


Canal Bank, east side, from a point 10 metres south of the southern kerbline of Mitchell Street in a northerly direction for a distance of 27 metres. 


Canal Bank, east side, from a point 10 metres south of the southern kerbline of Marsden Street in a northerly direction for a distance of 27 metres. 


Shackleton Street, both sides, from the southern kerbline of Canal Bank in a south easterly direction for a distance of 10 metres. 


Mitchell Street, both sides, from the southern kerbline of Canal Bank in a south easterly direction for a distance of 10 metres. 


Marsden Street, both sides, from the southern kerbline of Canal Bank in a south easterly direction for a distance of 10 metres.

Objections to the proposal have been received.   Letters explaining of the need for the Order have been sent to each Objector, however the Objections listed have not been withdrawn.   Copies of the outstanding objections are available at Panel.

Details

The following Objections have not been withdrawn.


Brief details of each objection are as follows:-


Objector 1 – Canal Bank, Eccles


A letter was received from objector 1 on 31st August 2007 objecting to the proposed order on the grounds that it will restrict road parking even further, adding to an already difficult situation and that the nearby properties will be devalued. The objector felt that the alternative problem of traffic speeding along Canal Bank should be addressed making it safer environment for everyone. 


Objector 2 – Canal Bank, Eccles


A letter was received from objector 2 on 1st August 2007; the objector feels that by adding a huge length of double yellow lines could cause chaos. The objector lives with their mother, the mother is registered disabled and her eye sight had deteriorated rapidly over the last 5 years, she can not walk far and they rely on having the car as near as possible. Between the neighbours there is only enough space for them to park without other vehicles they also use the side of Marsden Street to park. In today’s society the objector also feels that it is quite essential to see their car to keep an eye out for potential vandalism.  



Objector 3 – Canal Bank, Eccles 


A letter was received from objector 3 on 11th August 2007 objecting to the proposed order on the grounds that the proposals do not address the problems on the road in any way and it will only exacerbate the already difficult parking problems encountered by the residents. The objector believes the main cause for concern is the speed of most of the vehicles that travel on this road, they have witnessed cars and motorcycles overtake between Monton roundabout and the junction of Mitchell Street, not the mention the main stretch of the road and they believe that the only answer is to introduce some form of speed restriction measures e.g. a mini roundabout at the junctions, sleeping policemen or speed cameras. 


Objector 4 – Canal Bank, Eccles


An email was received from objector 4 on 15th August 2007, the objector had many reasons for objecting to the proposals firstly that the proposed order would result in a reduction in already limited parking, this would force them to park on Shackleton Street and the residents their would lose their parking spots. They believe that there is an increased security risk for both residents and vehicles is they are forced to park down the side streets. Cars are regularly broken into in this area and it is advisable to have cars parked outside the owner’s houses. They also do not believe that the cause of the visibility problem is due to parking, they believe it is primarily due to a continuous bend in the road combined with a lack of speed control. The objector states that most of the residents are professionals and rarely use the parking between 8am and 6pm Monday to Friday and it is felt that it would be unreasonable to introduce a “no waiting at any time order”. Although the objector objects to the proposed order they are flexible for alternatives which may include the introduction of speed bumps, time of day restrictions, permit parking, reflective mirrors which would give the required level of visibility on the bend or other alternatives residents may wish to suggest. 


Objector 5 – Canal Bank, Eccles


On the 14th August 2007 the Authority received a letter of objection from objector 5. The objector feels that the current situation around pedestrian and road safety must be addressed. It is difficult to pull out of the side streets onto Canal Bank safely. However, they feel this is mainly due to the speed of vehicles using Canal Bank, and later, Green Lane. They also state that by implementing the proposals we will be punishing the local residents. Parking on, and around Canal Bank is already restricted, as residents do not have driveways or off road parking. They believe the plans merely exacerbate the situation and would make crossing Canal Bank from a place of safety almost impossible for pedestrians. They wish for the Authority to reconsider and consider traffic calming measures as a more appropriate and effective solution. 


Objector 6 – Canal Bank, Eccles


A letter was received on 15th August 2007 objecting to the proposed order on the grounds that they believe that the Council has not fully reviewed the alternatives to putting double yellow lines on Canal Bank. They believe that the Council has not followed the correct procedures and state that the Council had to restart the procedure due to an undisclosed error, they are also not happy with the consultation process. They propose that the Council should fully investigate the alternatives and include residents in the process. Canal Bank as a highway is wide and they propose that the road markings for Shackleton Street are extended into Canal Bank to a point where any parking on Canal Bank would not be an issue, Alternatively, other traffic calming measures should be considered including the use of sleeping policemen. 


The Director of Development Services has considered each objection submitted and his comments are:-


Concerns have been raised from local residents regarding the parking that takes place along the east side of Canal Bank. The parked vehicles are causing sightline problems for vehicles exiting Shackleton Street, Mitchell Street and Marsden Street. Site visits have confirmed that the parked vehicles do compromise sightlines and it is therefore proposed to introduce no waiting at any time restrictions to protect the junctions.  


A consultation exercise was not required as the junction protection markings  (Double Yellow Lines) have been proposed under grounds of highway safety. The only consultation required was to post notices on site and in the local press and also to inform Statutory Undertakers of our intentions. There is no statutory requirement to consult with residents formally in writing.  


There are no alternatives to the proposals as it is only our intention to clear the corners of parked vehicles allowing for easier access from the side streets. Displacement of vehicles is inevitable this will however be kept to a minimum. Sleeping policemen and traffic calming measures may slow traffic but this does not affect the sightlines when exiting the aforementioned side streets hence the need for junction protection.  


According to the Highway Code motor vehicles should not park opposite or within 10 metres (32 feet) of a junction, except in an authorised parking space. Parking is available on Mitchell Street and Shackleton Street and it is felt that the restrictions should still be introduced in the interest of Highway safety.   


With regards to the order published in 2005, this file was closed as the two year time limit had expired, as such the process had to be started over again.
