RESOLVED:
THAT the Secretary of State be advised that the City Council is minded to grant planning permission for the development proposals, subject to the Heads of Terms, as detailed in the following planning obligation, and the conditions as detailed in the report now submitted and additional conditions to (a) address those concerns/comments raised in relation to (i) Peel Green Road, (ii) the need for a high standard of environmental sustainability and (iii) suggested local improvements and (b) ensure that the applicant involves local residents in the discussions during the process of the application, and that delegated authority be given to the Chairman, following consultation with all Members of the Panel, to determine the appropriate wording of those conditions.

· THAT the Strategic Director of Customer and Support Services be authorised to enter into a legal agreement under section 106 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 to secure the following:


1.
That Travel Plans shall be prepared and delivered for the development in accordance with the details and timescales contained in appendix 1 of the report.


2.
That a Stadium Traffic Management Plan, with the objective of (a) offering the widest possible choice of transport mode; (b) minimising the impact of the private car on the local area; (c) increasing car occupancy; (d) seeking shared use of parking facilities; (e) encouraging use of existing bus services; (f) providing a safe and efficient system for crowd management; (g) establishing viable park and ride sites; and (h) providing appropriate planning controls to ensure delivery and the introduction of penalties in the event of failure to deliver, be prepared and delivered in accordance with the details contained in appendix 1 of the report.


3.
That the developer pays a commuted sum of £65K to the City Council to deliver a replacement playing pitch.


4.
That the developer enables local people to access the employment opportunities, training, and support pre construction, during construction and post construction (during operation).  That the developer and his contractors and tenants sign a local employment charter committing 80% of all new jobs to local people.


5.
That the developer enters into a management/maintenance regime to secure the long term (in perpetuity) after care of the habitat mitigation package on and off the site.


6.
That the developer/club commits to the provision and maintenance of a comprehensive community programme of activities at the stadium.


7.
That the developer contributes the sum of £30K to the City Council to assist in the delivery of an air quality monitoring station in the local area.


8.
That a mechanism be put in place to secure the terms of the Exclusivity Agreement and the Shareholders Agreement and to ensure enforcement as necessary.
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
