	Complaints had been received regarding parking problems associated with St. Georges RC High School on Parsonage Drive, Walkden.

It was claimed that vehicles parked on both sides of Parsonage Drive, obstructing driveways and hindering two way traffic flow, and that these problems occurred not just at school start and finish times, but also when after school activities took place.

A consultation had been carried out with residents of 1-17 Parsonage Drive and St. Georges RC High School regarding the introduction of no waiting at any time restrictions on the north side of Parsonage Drive.  The results were as follows:

· 10 consultation letters delivered

· 7 returned

· 6 in favour of the introduction of waiting restrictions (No’s 3, 5, 13, 15, 17 and St. Georges school)

· 1 against the introduction of restrictions (No. 9)

· No response from No’s 1, 7 and 11)

Given the above, it was proposed to introduce restrictions on the north side of Parsonage Drive and provide access protection markings across each driveway.  Emergency Services had no objections to the recommendation.

	A complaint had been received from a member of the public regarding parking on Park Road at the junction with Walkden Road, Walkden.  Vehicles were contravening the existing no waiting restrictions, which would be subject to increased enforcement.  A problem existed where vehicles were parked close to the junction creating wide left turning manoeuvres for HGV’s and causing them to enter the opposite carriageway.  A site investigation was undertaken which confirmed this problem.

It was intended therefore, that the existing no waiting restrictions on Park Road be extended, approximately 15 metres in a westerly direction, to allow greater protection for turning manoeuvres at this location.  Emergency Services had no objections to the recommendation.

	The construction of the new Cadishead Way Stage 2 necessitated the amendment of existing and introduction of new traffic regulation orders on side roads affected by the scheme.

The orders to enforce the modus operandi of the new bypass of a 24 hour clearway and 50mph speed limit had already been advertised.  The report highlighted amendments to the existing 24 hour no waiting restrictions on the old A57 Liverpool Road, which had now been reclassified the B5320 from the Cadishead Way gyratory at Crossfield Road to the new roundabout Cadishead Way Circle in Cadishead.  Part of the old A57 Liverpool Road from the now B5320 to Mytholme Avenue had been declassified and it was this section of highway along which it was proposed to revoke the 24 hour no waiting restrictions as indicated in the recommendation.

In addition it was proposed that 24 hour no waiting restrictions be introduced on the new sections of highway of Hayes Road and Steuber Drive, both of which had junctions with the new section of Cadishead Way.
