	In 1997 outline planning permission was granted for the erection of an education and visitors centre and alteration to the access road to the Blackleach Country Park, situated off John Street, Walkden (planning application number E 37179 refers).

During the consultation stages with the local residents it was agreed that a traffic calming scheme would also be implemented along Hill Top Road as part of the development at the Country Park.  The proposed works at the Country Park were part of a lottery bid which subsequently failed which resulted in the planning permission and traffic calming scheme never being progressed.

The issue of the traffic calming scheme was recently raised by a Ward Councillor and it had subsequently been agreed that a scheme covering the section of Hill Top Road between Bolton Road and John Street would be funded from the Highways Maintenance Budget.  The Unit agreed to consult with the residents having viewed a preliminary design.

The residents were consulted, the results of which was as follows:

25 properties on Hill Top Road were sent the consultation, of which there were 12 responses received, with 11 in favour and 1 against.

No. 2 John Street was consulted and no response was received.

234 Bolton Road was consulted and responded in favour.

The residents of property numbered 8 and 12 Hill Top Road had indicated that they were in favour of the scheme, but had requested whether the proposed humps could be moved near to property number 4 and between houses numbered 12 and 14.

The scheme was then reviewed and it had been deemed that the proposed hump directly outside house number 12 could be moved a short distance as requested.  The initial hump at the commencement of the scheme would remain in its current position.  Emergency Services had no objections.

MONTFORD STREET AREA, SALFORD


	Proposal
:
	In September, 2004, the City Council introduced an experimental order on Montford Street to control a sudden increase in the number of parked vehicles near to the junction with South Langworthy Road.

Investigations at the time established that a new office development had recently opened off South Langworthy Road which had coincided with the sudden increase in parked vehicles.

In view of the fact that the office complex was not fully occupied and parking levels in the adjacent areas could not be fully predicted, an experimental order was considered to be the appropriate form of measure so that parking migration and any future impacts could be fully assessed before making the order permanent.  The order controlled the situation and was subsequently made permanent.

Within 5 months of the order being introduced a letter was received from P.P. Plasma Ltd who were located off Vere Street, highlighting that the level of parking on Vere Street had increased.  As a consequence of this, vehicles were now parking near to the access/exit point to this industrial unit, which caused difficulty when heavy goods vehicles were attempting to enter and exit.  In some cases the vehicles had not been able to gain access at all.  Site observations were conducted at the time and identified the need for further regulations to control parking around the access/exit point.

Investigations at this point established that the office complex had not been fully occupied and it was envisaged that within the next 6 to 12 months a further 700 employees would be working within this location.

Over the last few months the office complex had attained higher occupancy levels, which now resulted in Vere Street being heavily congested with parked vehicles throughout the working day.  This was the subject of a letter from County Golf situated off Vere Street highlighting that delivery vehicles could not access their premises.  The level of parking on Montford Street now extended on both sides of the road to a point beyond West Ashton Street.

Recent site investigations had established that another office was due to be occupied by 150 employees, with an allocation of 114 parking spaces.  There were also still two more offices due to be occupied.  It was now strongly believed that parking levels within the estate would increase and cause further disruption to the local businesses which therefore required the need for a series of regulations.  It had also been noted that in certain locations vehicles were parked in such a manner that the footways were obstructed resulting in pedestrians having to walk in the carriageway.  During the periods of observations HGV vehicles were seen having to reverse along the carriageway due to their inability to manoeuvre around parked vehicles.

To assist the local businesses and to enable a balance which allowed parking but maintained highway safety it was proposed to introduce a series of no waiting and limited waiting regulations supplementary to those that had already been introduced.  There was also a requirement to deter all day parking at the furthest point of Montford Street due to the fact that in the past the area had been subject to vehicle related crime and an increase in parked vehicles in this area would disrupt the conduct of business at Robinsons Timber Merchants due to the reduced carriageway width.  Due to poor surveillance in this area and its general secluded contrast it would also be undesirable to have local workers returning to this point during the hours of darkness.

To ensure conformity with the Traffic Regulation Orders, if this new order was progressed and sealed a consolidation process would then take place which combined the four existing traffic regulation orders for this area to a new one effectively making one traffic regulation order covering the Industrial Estate.  Emergency Services had no objections.

· Vere Street, east side, from a point 83m north of the junction with the northerly kerbline of Montford Street for a distance of 20m in a northerly direction.

· Vere Street, east side, from a point 132m north of the junction with the northerly kerbline of Montford Street for a distance of 22m in a northerly direction.

· Wynford Street, both sides, from the junction with the westerly kerbline of Vere Street for a distance of 20m in a westerly direction.

· Wynford Street, both sides, from the junction with the westerly kerbline of West Ashton Street to the entrance of the car park.

· West Ashton Street, east side, from a point 10m south of the junction with the southerly kerbline of Eccles New Road for a distance of 36m in a southerly direction.

· West Ashton Street, east side, from a point 101m south of the junction with the southerly kerbline of Eccles New Road for a distance of 39m in a southerly direction.

· West Ashton Street, west side, from a point 10m south of the junction with the southerly kerbline of Eccles New Road for a distance of 75m in a southerly direction.

· West Ashton Street, west side, from a point 130m south of the junction with the southerly kerbline of Eccles New Road for a distance of 69m in a southerly direction.

· Olympic Court, west side, from its junction with the southerly kerbline of Montford Street for a distance of 10m in a southerly direction.

· Thurlow Street, both sides, from the junction with the northerly kerbline of Montford Street for a distance of 24m in a northerly direction.

(2) THAT ‘NO WAITING MONDAY TO FRIDAY 8 AM TO 4 PM’ be introduced as follows:-

· Montford Street, south side, from a point 100m east of the junction with the easterly  kerbline of Olympic Court for a distance of 177m in an easterly direction.

	Proposal
:
	A request had been received from the University of Salford, for an amendment of the existing parking regulations which featured in the lay-by adjacent to Humphrey Booth House.

At the present time the current parking regulations within the lay-by indicate : 1 hour no return within 1 hour.

Due to enforcement difficulties, as highlighted by Greater Manchester Police to the university, vehicles now parked in this location for long periods of time, which took away the primary purpose of the lay-by as a limited waiting area.

The location was not subject to decriminalisation and remained the responsibility of the police to enforce the parking regulations, however, due to constraints they had indicated to the university that they were not able to dedicate resources to enforcing the current restrictions.

The university had requested whether the measures at this location could be amended to indicate loading/unloading only, which would enable deliveries to be carried out at this location.  Greater Manchester Police had indicated that they would be able to enforce these regulations as enforcement action could be carried out immediately on any vehicles contravening them, rather than requiring an officer to return 1 hour later.

It was therefore proposed to revoke part of the existing order for this location and introduce a loading/unloading only restriction during the hours of 7.00 am to 7.00 pm.  Emergency Services had no objections.
