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A665 BURY OLD ROAD, SALFORD 8
Due to its importance as a main route into the regional centre, the A665 Bury Old Road has been selected to be included in Corridor 3 of the Quality Bus Corridor (QBC) Programme between Bury and Manchester. The aims of the programme are to increase bus patronage levels, especially for commuting purposes, by means of improved bus services including prioritisation and also physical improvements to the routes to enhance the environment for all road users.

Bury Old Road is under the control of the City of Salford from the Bury boundary to the Leicester Road junction. At this point Bury Old Road becomes co-owned between Salford and Manchester with the authorities’ boundary being the centre line until St Mark’s Lane where the road becomes completely controlled by Manchester.

The two main features of this item are:

To introduce a Manchester bound bus lane from near the Bury boundary to Leicester Road

To provide Orders to mirror those of Manchester for the already constructed parking bays and highway improvements on both sides of Bury Old Road to the south of Leicester Road.

The changes required for this are to introduce a Manchester bound peak hours bus lane on Bury Old Road near its junction with Park Road to a point 55 metres north west of its junction with Leicester Road. The hours of operation will be those of Manchester and are 7:00am to 10:00am and 4:00pm to 7:00pm Mondays to Fridays. The bus lane will not be in operation on Saturday mornings. In order to ensure that the bus lane is kept free of vehicles loading/unloading or disabled car users parking, a loading/unloading restriction will be introduced for the same hours of operation as the bus lane. In addition, there will be no waiting at any time for the whole length of the bus lane to provide improved access for buses along the bus lane during off peak hours and at weekends.

Between Melton Road and Leicester Road the south west side of Bury Old Road will have the waiting and loading restrictions amended to fit the QBC peak hours as well. Again, to the south of Leicester Road the existing Orders will be amended to reflect the new peak hours loading/unloading restrictions for the QBC along with an extension of the no waiting at any time restriction from Leicester Road to George Street North. This will also allow ease of re-locating the existing pelican crossing near Upper Park Road.

From George Street North towards the City boundary at St Mark’s Lane the existing Orders will be amended to introduce no waiting at any time and no loading/unloading during the QBC peak hours, with no loading at any time at the junctions of Thomas Street and St Mark’s Lane. Amendments will be made to Thomas Street to provide no waiting at any time from Bury Old Road for a distance of 15 metres. The exceptions to this are for the parking lay-bys.

The parking bays, five in total, which have already been constructed between George Street North and St Mark’s Lane will be ‘Maximum Stay 1 Hour and No Return Within 1 Hour Monday to Saturday 7:00am to 7:00pm, Except for Loading/Unloading’.

In addition to the above measures, five bus stops shall be given bus boxes and 24 hours bus stop clearway orders will be provided to ensure constant access for buses and passengers. The existing bus lay-bys just to the north of Leicester Road will be covered by the amendments described above. Emergency services have no objections to the recommendations.
