b) CANAL BANK, ECCLES

Concerns have been raised from local residents regarding the parking of vehicles that takes place along the eastern side of Canal Bank. The parked vehicles are causing sightline problems for vehicles, which are leaving Shackleton Street, Mitchell Street, Marsden Street and entering Canal Bank.

The restricted view may have been a contributing factor to a number of near misses and to the three known accidents that have occurred within the last three years.

It is therefore considered that ‘No Waiting at Any Time’ restrictions should be introduced in order to improve visibility turning out of Shackleton Street, Mitchell Street and Marsden Street and entering Canal Bank. Emergency services have no objections to the recommendation.

c) LARCH AVENUE, SWINTON

A complaint has been received from a resident of Larch Avenue regarding vehicles parking on Larch Avenue at its junction with Worsley Road. It is claimed that for short periods during the morning and afternoon at school start and finish times, vehicles are being parked on both sides of the avenue, thus creating access/egress problems.

A consultation was carried out with the residents of Larch Avenue and the residents of 371 to 375 Worsley Road regarding the introduction of no waiting at any time restrictions to protect the junction. Fourteen consultation letters were delivered and ten have been returned, of which eight support the introduction of waiting restrictions.

Observations on site confirm vehicles do park right up to the junction with Worsley Road and it is therefore proposed to introduce no waiting at any time restrictions to protect the junction.

Emergency services have no objections to the recommendation.

DUNCAN STREET, SALFORD
In the earlier part of this year the City Council were contacted by McNeil & Co who act as the Managing Agents for Huntpride Ltd. Huntpride Ltd lease the enterprise park which is situated off Duncan Street, Salford.

The representative from Mc Neil & Co informed the City Council that a vehicle repair garage had recently opened up within the former Glass Works building situated on Duncan St and during the course of the working day the repair garage leave vehicles which are in various states of repair along the highway. The entrance to the garage is situated adjacent to the entrance to the enterprise park and the garage subsequently park the vehicles within the confines and visibility splay of the junction to the enterprise park. This subsequently causes manoeuvring difficulties for vehicles which are attempting to enter and leave the Enterprise Park.

Site visits were conducted which confirmed the above facts.During the time of the observations it was noted that several vehicles were untaxed and in such a condition or position that it would constitute a hazard to pedestrians and  other vehicles. In view of the type of offences which were apparent this matter could normally be addressed by Police enforcement. Therefore this matter was forwarded to the Greater Manchester Police Service in order for appropriate action to be taken. This would have saved the requirement to introduce a traffic regulation order.

This matter was brought to the attention of  the Greater Manchester Police Traffic Management Unit, who forwarded it to their Operational Policing Unit. However despite repeated attempts by the Traffic Management Unit to progress the matter no action appears to have been taken. In view of this measures are required to control the parking around the entrance to the Enterprise Park to improve visibility and accessibility. Emergency services have no objections to the recommendation.

A new request has been received from the Community Regeneration Co-ordinator to introduce waiting restrictions on Liverpool Street at the entrance to the car park of the Langworthy Cornerstone building located on the junction of Liverpool Street and Langworthy Road.  The building is now widely utilised due to the introduction of several new facilities within, and has resulted in an increase of vehicles parking in and around the premises.

Problems are now experienced when vehicles park to the left, right and opposite sides of the entrance restricting access and egress to the car park, also during busy periods vehicles are having difficulty filtering into the left hand turn lane as vehicles are parking very close to the signal controlled junction of Liverpool street and Langworthy Road. Several site visits have been carried out and on all occasions it was found that the above problems were being experienced, vehicles were parking to both the left and right sides of the entrance. This severely limited access to and from the car park and also had an impact on vehicles queing at the traffic lights. To alleviate this problem it is proposed to introduce no waiting at any time restrictions. Emergency services have no objections to the recommendation.

Earlier this year a resident from Stafford Road reported a number of parking issues which were being experienced along Stafford Road due to the indiscriminate parking of vehicles during the times children were being taken to and from Branwood Preparatory School.

Branwood Preparatory School is situated off Stafford Road.

Observations were conducted during which it was noted that vehicles were double parking along the road which obstructed the carriageway as well as the associated pedestrian/ vehicle intervisibility.

Due to the fact the road contains predominately residential properties and the general level of traffic using the road during the day was low, it was not felt that waiting restrictions would be appropriate due to the limited period during which these problems are experienced.It was however deemed that from a safety perspective for the school children the area of highway situated adjacent to the school should be kept clear of motor vehicles.

In view of this it is proposed to introduce a school clearway. Branwood Preparatory School were subsequently consulted about the proposal and they have expressed their support to the idea. Emergency services have no objections to the recommendation.
