Background:


The tree is situated in the rear garden of 51 Monton Green, Eccles, which is a residential property. An application for the demolition of the rear portion of the existing dwelling, erection of two storey rear extension and conversion of existing dwelling and extension to four apartments and erection of detached dwellings in rear garden together with associated car parking was received on 18th July 2006 (REF:06/53126/FUL). The Council’s Arboricultural consultant inspected the trees on the site and was of the opinion that the proposal would have an affect upon a copper beech within the site. Therefore the tree was provisionally protected.

Details:

The City of Salford Tree Preservation Order No. 349 (2006) provisionally protects one copper beech tree in the rear garden of 51 Monton Green. The tree is approximately 30 years old and contributes significantly to the amenity value of the area. It is highly visible from Grange Drive (the road running to the east) and from the Grange Drive Monton Green junction.

I have received one letter of objection from the occupiers of 51 Monton Green. The following issues have been raised.

o
The tree is in the rear garden an therefore only visible to a minority of people

o
The tree blocks light to the garden of 55 Grange Drive

o
The tree overhangs the roof of 55 Grange Drive; the Tree Preservation Order will prohibit the tree being pruned quickly if it were causing problems.

o
The tree is only 4m away from 55 Grange Drive, the occupier is concerned about the safety of the tree due to the recent freak weather

Although the tree is located in the rear garden it is visible from surrounding streets. To the south is Mirfield Drive, although the tree is not highly prominent from here it is visible and to the east Grange Drive where the beech tree is highly prominent. It is also prominent at the Grange Drive Monton Green Junction, meaning it can be viewed by passersby.

No. 55 Grange Road faces east and the tree is located on the west. Due to the position of the tree of the orientation of the property very little light is restricted by the tree to the garden area of 55 Grange Drive.

Under the Town and Country Planning (Trees) Regulations 1999 The Local Planning Authorities permission is not required to do works to trees which are dead, dying or dangerous, therefore if the tree or any branches of the tree were causing a serious problem, the normal application process would not be applicable and the problem could be dealt with expediently.

The Council’s Arborist has inspected the tree and in his opinion the tree is structurally sound.

The beech tree has recently been pruned without permission by the occupier of 51 Monton Green Mr Race, Mr Race was unaware there was a Tree Preservation Order on the tree as the Tree Preservation Order was originally served on Eminence Homes, the applicant for planning application
