     a)  BIRCH ROAD, WALKDEN, WORSLEY

This is a retrospective report seeking approval for the traffic calming measures already in place on Birch Road, Walkden.

The Housing Services Directorate proposed an Environmental Improvement scheme for the Birch Road and Old Clough Lane area, Walkden, Worsley. Part of the scheme was to provide in curtilage parking for the residents.  However, concerns were expressed that Birch Road was already used as a rat run and that these proposals would lead to an increase in vehicle speeds in front of the school.

Consequently the Housing Directorate agreed to the introduction of traffic calming measures on Birch Road between its junctions with Laburnum Road/Ash Grove and Hawthorn Avenue subject to funding being available. Once the relevant funding was identified the scheme had to be implemented on site to meet expenditure deadlines. 

It is now recommended that approval be given for the introduction of the required traffic regulation orders. Emergency services have no objections to the recommendation.

b)  ST. GEORGE’S CRESCENT/HALF EDGE LANE, SALFORD

Complaints have been received that since the introduction of the second phase of the Hope Hospital Residents Parking scheme, vehicles are now parking on St. George’s Crescent at it’s junction with Half Edge Lane.  It is claimed that these vehicles are often parked half way on the footway and are causing problems of access for the local residents.

Observations taken on site have revealed that there are no waiting restrictions on either side of Half Edge Lane on the approach to the traffic signals at its junction with Eccles Old Road.  However, the remainder of the junction is protected by 24 hour waiting restrictions.  It is therefore proposed to introduce no waiting at any time restrictions on both sides of Half Edge Lane for a distance of 50 metres to protect the approach to the signalised junction.

In addition, it has also been noted that some vehicles are being parked on both sides of St. George’s Crescent near to its junction with Half Edge Lane.  It is therefore considered that no waiting at any time restrictions should be introduced on both sides of St George’s Crescent to prevent vehicles entering from the major road being obstructed by parked vehicles. Emergency services have no objections to the proposals.

c)  LANCASTER ROAD, SALFORD

The second phase of the Hope Hospital Residents Parking Scheme became fully operational on 1st August 2002 for an experimental period of 18 months.

However, since its introduction, several complaints have been received regarding the displacement of the parking to Lancaster Road.  Observations taken on site have confirmed that parking is now occurring on both sides of the southern end of Lancaster Road, near to its junction with Eccles Old Road.  On occasions this parking has been observed to extend as far as the sports ground adjacent to No.33 Lancaster Road.

As Lancaster Road is a major road (A5185) linking Eccles Old Road with the A580 East Lancashire Road, it is considered that the current parking situation is significantly compromising highway safety and that consideration should be given to introducing waiting restrictions.

At present there are no waiting at any time restrictions on both sides of Lancaster Road, from its junction with Eccles Old Road in a northerly direction for a distance of 55 metres.  In addition there are also no waiting at any time restrictions on the western side of Lancaster Road, from a point 25 metres north of its junction with Voltaire Avenue to a point 25 metres south of its junction with Voltaire Avenue.

It is therefore considered that additional waiting restrictions should be introduced on Lancaster Road as far as the southern boundary of the sports ground adjacent to No.33 Lancaster Road.  However, as the majority of this parking takes place throughout the working day, it is considered that no waiting 8.00am-6.00pm Monday to Friday restrictions should be introduced.  It is also considered that the two bus stops at the southern end of Lancaster Road should be protected by a 24 hour Bus Stop Clearway Order. 

However this proposal will require the lengths of the existing no waiting at anytime restrictions at the southern end of Lancaster Road, to be amended.  Consequently, it is proposed to revoke the existing order and to introduce a new no waiting at any time order incorporating a peak hour loading ban. Emergency services have no objections to the proposals.

d)  LANCASTER ROAD, SALFORD

A request has been received from a local Ward Councillor, for consideration to be given to the revocation of the waiting restrictions on Lancaster Road, on either side of the pedestrian crossing facility, outside Light Oaks School. It is stated that many of the residents of this section of Lancaster Road have indicated that they would like to be able to park their vehicles outside their own houses.

At present, there are no waiting 8.00am-9.30am and 3.00pm-4.00pm Monday to Friday restrictions on both sides of Lancaster Road, in the vicinity of the school.  In addition to these restrictions, there are also the white zig-zag markings associated with the pelican crossing.

However, the proposal to introduce additional waiting restrictions on Lancaster Road, following the introduction of the second phase of the Hope Hospital residents parking scheme, may result in further problems of displaced parking.  It is therefore proposed to take no action on this request at the present time but to re-visit the matter once the additional restrictions have become operational and the area monitored. Emergency services are in agreement with the recommendation.

Northumberland Street, Salford is to become part of an Accident Reduction scheme in which 

     traffic calming measures are to be implemented. These measures include speed humps and also


the width of the road being reduced. This reduction will be achieved by constructing various build


outs at junctions of roads that meet Northumberland Street.

The proposed kerb re-alignment will produce a car parking lay-bye in front of the conservative club, between the club access and 12m before Legh Street, on the north side of Northumberland Street. This length of road is currently controlled by a Traffic Regulation Order - No Waiting At Any Time. To allow vehicles to park in the lay-bye it is proposed that that the waiting restrictions along this section of highway are revoked. 

A second issue has been raised by the school crossing patrol who operates on Northumberland Street requesting that the waiting restrictions on the south side of Northumberland Street be extended. The current restrictions that protect the area directly opposite Mandley Park begin at Rigby Street and end opposite the access between the school and the Club. The proposal is to extend the restrictions, No Waiting At Any Time, for a distance of 15m in order to keep waiting vehicles a safe distance from where the patrol carries out his/her duties. This is due to the fact that the position of the patrol crossing will move further east on Northumberland Street to a bollard protected speed hump. Emergency services have no objections to the recommendation.
