	Complaints had been received regarding parked vehicles on Ordsall Lane in the vicinity of South Hall Street and Asgard Drive.

It was claimed that sight lines were being compromised, making it difficult for drivers exiting both roads.  The problem was further exacerbated as Ordsall Lane had become a favourite parking location for coaches who dropped passengers off in the city centre and then parked on Ordsall Lane until the return journey was required.  There was also a cafe and a catering vehicle operating on Ordsall Lane which attracted passing HGVs.

No waiting at any time restrictions were introduced in 1996 at Ordsall Lane/South Hall Street to prevent vehicles obstructing sightlines.  Due to the size of the vehicles now parking, the extent of the restrictions were insufficient to protect the sightlines and it was felt that the restrictions to the south west of South Hall Street should be extended.

It was also proposed to introduce 15 metres of restrictions on Asgard Drive and mirror the restrictions on the north west side of Ordsall Lane as on the south east side.

Emergency Services had no objections to the recommendation.

	A request had been received for the limited waiting bays fronting the shops on Eccles Old Road, adjacent to Hope Hospital, to be extended to one hour no return within two hours.  The waiting was currently limited to 30 minutes between the hours of 8.00 a.m. to 8.30 p.m.

A consultation letter was delivered to properties numbered 189 to 215 Eccles Old Road in December, 2004.  Eight were returned, of which five were in favour of extending the waiting time and three were against.

Local Ward Councillors had recently been consulted and Councillor Ainsworth had asked whether it was viable to retain a 30 minute waiting time outside the shops numbered 189-195 and extend the remaining bay to one hour.

This option was discussed and the unit agreed that it was not viable.  Consistency was required for enforcement and to prevent confusion to motorists.  It was therefore proposed to increase the waiting time to 1 hour along the whole length of the bay.
